The defendant contended
that he could not be held Hableat com-
mon 18w in a case like the presert,
because no relationship of principal
and agent exists between the crown
and its ministers, who are regarded
as advisers only. The defendant fur-
ther contended that the wording of the
recent act of legislature was inept and

a/did _not impose upon the defendant

the Hability as isue. His Honor decid-
ed that if these matters were. declded
in favor of the party objecting it
would dispenge with-any further triali
It was, however, not his duty to decide
them, but merely to decide whether
or not the points raised were substan-
tial. His Honor concluded that the
objections were of the above nature
#1d should be disposed of before the
dofendant is asked to submit-to the
interrogatories exhibted. His Hnnnr
ordered that the points of law *raised
bo set<down for hearing and disposed
of before the trial. With reference to
the interrogatgries submitted His
Honor remarked: “F.have read over
the interrogatories sought to be ex-
hibited, and there is no doubt that
they are exhaustive and searching, and
such as (to use the common expres-
sion) will ‘scrape the conscience’ of
the defendant in his replies.”

Aid to Stock and Equip Farms.

The Soldier Settlement Board has
expressed the opinion that it would be
in the interests of the returned men
and would tend to the success of sol
dier settlement generally if they be
giv-1 power to acquire not only land
but also stock and equipment such as
is required for farming operations.
To what extent the exercise of this
power will be found necessary .cannot
of course be stated. It is believed,
however, that by this means the Doard
will be enabled to be.of considerable
help. The amendments. submitted to
parliament will, therefore, extend this
power to the.Roard.

The assistance of the Board will ibe
available to a soldier settler in sssltt
ing lands, in order to enable him to
get the be values possible in land
and to eu o that the Jand on which
he may eottle will be of such fertility
as with the exercise of reasonable per-
gevérance and skill will return a com-
fortable Hving for himseif and family.

If the seitler is to make good, either
on an improved farm or a piece of raw

land to the exteht of making it pay |

he has to fit in.with his
and his family
must be satisfled with the life. His
capital, his physique and his prefer-
ence should fit his farm. Therefore,
in order to start him right, Qualifica-
tions Boards, comprised of men who
haVe practical knowledge of farming,
are being inaugurated in the various
provinces. Courses are being insti-
tuted at Agricultural Training Schools
or Experimental Farms in every prov-
ipee of the Dominion. He will be ds-
isted by this Board to locate suitabiy.
After he has located, he will still be
helped and supervision will be given
as to hi§ initial expenditure, and ef-
forts are being made to arrange with
the Departments of Agriculture of the
Provincial Governments to give him
definite direction - during the early
years of farming.

It must be pointed out thaf, in order
to benefit by any soldier settlement
scheme, the man himself must be pre-
pared to make farming his life work.
