NATURAL HISTORY SOCIETY.

The monthly meeting of the Natural 
History Society was held last evening.— 
After presentation of a number of dona­
tions to the library and other business, 
M. Cliamlierlaiu gave an address on the 
subject of the destruction of birds, show­
ing to how great an extent this had been 
carried on of late years. He gave the 
history of the organization cf the present 
movement against the slaughtering of 
birds, which had been inaugurated by 
the American Ornithologists Union, and 
was now being carried on by the Audu- 
bon Society, an association formed in 
New York to counteract the wholesale 
destruction of native birds.

In the course of his remarks the speak­
er passed a deserved compliment on the 
sermon by Rev. T. F. Fotheringham on 
this subject, and stated that it had been 
hugely quoted from by A uîSîican papers, 
which hail referred to the subject of bird 
destruction. , Mr. Chamberlain urged the 
advantage of providing means for the 
protection of our native song and shore 
birds by legislation, as they were a great 
benefit to the fanner, as their food con­
sisted almost entirely of noxious insects 
and worms. He also advocated the en­
couragement of a public sentiment in 
favor of protecting the lives of birds, as 
the liest means of advancing the object 
in view. In t his view he proposed the 
following resolutions, which after discus­
sion hy the meeting, were unanimously 
adopted

Whemie, We liave learned from reports of 
competent observers that the annual destruction 
of birds—principally for millinery purpose— 
is so much greater than the natural increase 
that unless this destruction is stopped, in a 
short time, many of the most useful and enter 
esting species will be exterminated ; ami

Wheretu, The extermination of these birds 
would be a serious loss to the agriculturist ami 
a matter of deep regret to the lovers of nature, 
be it

Resolved, That this society heartily endorses 
the action of the American Ornithologists’ 
Union in inaugurating a crusade against the 
slaughtering of birds, aud we cordially recom­
mend to the people of this city aud province 
that they co-operate with the American Or­
nithologists Union, in creating a public senti­
ment against the wearing of bird skins fer 
decorative purposes ; and Further 

Rijplred, That we request the press through­
out the province to publish these resolutions.—

Ottawa, June i.—McLelan moved the 
house into committee of supply, and sev­
eral items of the suppleinentaries for 1887 
were passed, including $500,000 for Cape 
Breton railway. "

To-day on the vote of military works 
and defences in British Columbia, 
$25,000 were granted.

Caron explained that the object was to 
provide extensive earth works and other 
military defences, which would cost in all 
about $100,000. The imperial govern­
ment proposed to supply the armament, 
guns, torpedoes, etc., which would cost 
from $125,000 tu $150,000, The purpose 
which the imperial government hatf in 
view was to make Victoria and Ksquimalt 
the imperial station on the Pacific Ocean. 
The contribution of Canada towards this 
great object would lie the defences as al­
ready stated. Besides this it is proposed 
to establish “ C" battery on the same plan 
as “ A” and “ B” batteries, who»; duty it 
will be to take charge of the joint contri­
butions of the Imperial and Canadian gov­
ernments. It is also proposed to organ­
ize in an effective manner the militia of 
British Columbia. The military defences 
will be at Victoria and Esqvimalt, at 
which latter port there is now being con­
structed a magnificent graving dock, to- 
w&rds which the impel ial government 
makes a large contribution, the sum of i 
$250,000 being in tlieUanadian estimates 
for the next fiscal year ns an advance on 
the account of the impeiial government, 
to be repaid to Canada as the work pro­
gresses. With the Canadian Pacific com­
pleted and these important public works 
finished. Esquimau will become one of 
the most important military stations of 
the empire.

Sir John stated to-day that the govern­
ment was receiving almost daily communi­
cations from-the Imperial and American 
governments on the fisheries question, but 
nothing definite liadfyet been reached.

Sir John stated that a commission will 
be appointed to look into the whole sub­
ject of the treatment of the Indians of the 
Northwest during recess. He further 
stated that he hail received a mass of 
documentary evidence in rebuttal of the 
charges made by M. C. Cameron in re­
spect to Northwest matters. He only re­
ceived it the day before yesterday, and he 
would have the whole prepared and dis­
seminated as widely as the charges.

The legislation of the session has been 
of an eminently practical chain :ter, and 
cannot fail to aid in the promotion of the 
material progress of tlie country.

The grant of representation in Hie 
House of Commons to tlie Northwest 
territories will if sanctioned by the Im­
perial Parliament (of which there is no 
reason to doubt), give the people of that 
vast region an interest aud voice in the 
affairs of the Dominion, and enable them 
to lay the wants and requirements of their 
young country with authority before the 
great council of Ihe nation. You have at 
the same time conferred upon them the 
bqon of an efficient judicial system, and a 
speedy and inexpensive mode for the 
transfer of property in land.

The measure for the establishment of a 
central experimental farm, with auxiliary 
stations for the provinces, will be greatly 
appreciated by our agricultural popula­
tion.

I congratulate you heartily on the 
completion of the Canadian Pacific rail­
way, and on the repayment in money and 
land of the advances made jn its aid from 
the public treasury. The future pros­
perity of this great enterprise, and the 
consequent advantage to the best interests 
of the Dominion, I now consider as fully 
assured.

Thu appropriations in aid of various 
railways will tend largely to increase the 
trade and develop the 'resources of the 
districts traversed by them, "anil I am 
especially pleased to know that by the 
provision made for the construction of a 
railway through Cai>e Breton, that histori­
cal island will at last be brought into 
connection with the railway svsleni of 
Canada.

Among the many useful measures von 
have passed may especially be noticed'the 
amendments of the Franchi* act render­
ing its working more simple and less ex­
pensive, the consolidation of tlie statutes, 
the arrangement fur tlA organization of a 
better and more economical system of 
parliamentary and departmental'printing, 
and the amendment of the Dominion 
lands act.
