The following are the names of new
parties about to engage in the lobster
business on our coast, and the qugntities
they will put vp this scason. R. Young
eaq will put up 75,000 caus; Messr Leslic
of Halifax will put up about 75,000
on Miscou Island; Mr. McGregor of
Dalbousie intends to run an oyster estab-
lishment on our river, Shank and Bur-
bridge of Chatham have manafactured
125,000 cans for this seasons work. We
may add the latter put up 200 bbls of
herring, and 150 quintals of codfish last
year besides their lobster business.
Messrs Millan and Alexandre of Glou-
cester will put up 100,000 cans this
season on our lobster grounds. M-ssrs
A. & D Lnggie of Black Brook will pat
up 125,000 cans at their establishment
thisseason. This firm will putup 2,000
quintal of codfish this year at Neguac
Galley.
