More especially would thjg^ be the 
case if such a calamity occurred dur­
ing the winter. Yet such is our actual 
position and to nie it appears like 
madness to ignore it particularly 
when we have means oil avoiding it.
I *ave lately noticed by thq_ papers 
that many cities are preparing fot 
such an event. In Buffalo I have been 
informed, a monster new gas works 
has b?cn constructed whose- supply 
is largely used for cooking purposes.

In Toronto the Consumers Com­
pany have made extensive extension 
in that plant and last week I read 
from a Hamilton paper that the old_ 
artificial gas works there is being en­
larged to a capacity which will add 
about seven million cubic feet daily to 
its output.

I might also mention other places 
in Canada and the United States. 
From the - Hamilton1report I-noticed 
that they intend to manufacture what 
is known as water gas which it ap­
pears can be supplied cheaper than the 
old time article wade from soit coal. 
It is now extensively used in the 
United States giving all the required 
results for- household uses.
