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The Late Session-

As elsewhere announced the 
fourth session of the eighth Par­
liament of Canada was prorogued 
on Friday last. The session was 
a remarkable one in many rel 
spects ; not indeed because of the| 
volume of useful legislation en­
acted ; but rather in consequence 
of the numerous exposures of the 
Government’s short comings. As 
to duration of time the session 
was one of the longest in the his­
tory of the Dominion, being al­
most five months ; as to the 
amount of speaking it surpassed 
all preceding sessions, the pages 
of this year’s hansard being more 
numerous than that of any other. 
Not much legislation was fore­
shadowed in the Governor-Gen 

__erals speech ^at tfre opening, and

most outrageous and scandalous 
corruption. Pretending to be the 
party of economy, they have prac­
ticed the most reckless and glar­
ing extravagance. Their blatant 
hypocrisy has been apparent at 
every stage of the sessional pro 
ceedings, During the session, Sir 
Charles Tupper and his lieuten­
ants have proved themselves 
Statesmen of the first order. They 
have raised their voices in behalf 
of the country’s interests and have 
exposed the wrong-doing of the 
Government. The Conservative 
Senators and members of the 
Commons from this Province have 
tione their duty nobly and well.

two items that occupied a promin 
ent place on the. Government’s 
programme failed to materalize. 
One was the infamous gerryman­
der bill, justly thrown out by the 
Senate, the other was the so-call­
ed Senate reform resolutions 
which the Government declined 
to put through the House of Gom­
mons» Early in the session Sir 
Hibbert Tupper made serious 
charges agflinst the Government 
regarding the administration of 
the Yukon ; whereupon the minis­
ter of the Interior promised that 
if specific charges were laid an in­
vestigation would be granted. Sir 
Hibbert took up the challenge 
and specified his charges and 
severely arraigned the administra­
tion, taking full responsibility in 
the matter. But the Government 
ingloriously backed down and re­
fused an investigation, thus bring­
ing adium upon themselves anent 
the conduct of affairs in the Yu­
kon. Next, the opposition asked 
that the proceedings in certain 
elections in the Province of .On­
tario be submitted to the com­
mittee of privileges and elections 
fov investigation. The Premier, 
with much suavity granted the 
reference intimating that should 
any wrong doing be discovered, 
the perpetrators should be pun 
ished. But in the face of this 
statement, the investigation had 
no sooner commenced than the 
Government members of the com­
mittee did everything possible to 
delay and obstruct the proceedings 
and to prevent if possible an ex­
posure of the scandalously corrupt 
methods employed in the riding 
of West Huron for the purpose of 
securing the election of the Grit 
candidate. Hours were spent by 
the lawyers on the Government 
side in frivolous and unnecessary 
cross examination of witnesses, all 
for the purpose of preventing the 
truth been known concerning the 
scandalous corruption practiced by 
Grit workers. In these obstruc­
tive tactics, no member, on the 
Government side was more active 
than our own Sir Louis Davies. 
The obstructive tactics of the 
Government members of the com 
mittee prevented a completion of 
the investigation before the proro­
gation of Parliament, but sufficient 
evidence was taken to show to 
the world that the methods em­
ployed by our Grit friends in this 
election were the most scandalous 
and corrupt ever heard of in the 
history elections. These scandals 
have from time to time, been ex­
posed in our Ottawa correspond­
ence. In one poll in the town of 
Goderich, 40 ballots were marked 
for McLean, the Conservative can­
didate ; but 55 electors have sol- 
emly declared that they voted for 
McLean. Of these, 44 were in 
Ottawa during the investigation, 
and despite the obstruction of the 
friends of the Government 35 of 
them were examined and they 
swore positively they voted for 
McLean. The other 9 were in 
readiness to be examined ; but, 
although one hour would be suf­
ficient for the purpose, the Gov­
ernment majority would not al­
low the examination, thus mak­
ing themselves participators in the 
corruption practiced at the elec­
tion. Bogus ballots were found 
in the box, and all manner of cor­
rupt devices were proved to have 
been employed to cheat the Con­
servatives out of their votes. One 
precious scoundrel named Farr, 
who acted as deputy returning of­
ficer made the boast that be voted 
22 times on the day of that elec­
tion. When the investigation be­
gan this pet of the Government 
received word from Ottawa to 
“ lie low," and when an officer 
went to bring him to the capital 
he was not to be found ; he had 
gone to the States, having receiv­
ed a ticket and $500 to leave the 
country. This is but the meerest 
outline of the scandalous corrup­
tion practiced in this matter. The 
actors in this nefarious business 
are the friends of theGovernment 
and the man elected by such 
meanscooly sits in Parliament and 
votes to make laws for honest peo­
ple. But it is in the matter of vot­
ing away the people’s money that 
the Government have above all 
things distinguished themselves. 
As will be seen in our Ottawa let­
ter, the amount voted to cover the 
estimated expenditure and the lia­
bilities for the current year bor­
ders on seventy millions of dol­
lars. And this by a Government 
that cried out against an expendi­
ture of $40,000,000. In brief the 
session just passed, has afforded 
opportunity for exposing the ex­
travagance,corruption and hypoc­
risy of the Laurier Government 
pretending to be the party of 
purity, they shielded, if they have

A SEVENTY MILLION YEAR.--THE

Ottawa,August nth.—The fourth 
session of the eighth parliament of. 
Oanadàtias" readied'»- WricTusion at 
last. It has been an interesting ses­
sion in many respects and in one re­
spect a sensational session. The 
year 1899 stands out in political his­
tory as the great spending year. The 
country has seen nothing like it since 
confederation. Mr. B F. Clarke, 
one of the Toronto members, has 
made a summary of the expenditures 
which this session has authorized, ot 
liabilities to which it has committed 
the country. Here is the statement:

father-in-law would net cost the coun­
try more than eight cents a yard. It 
is now found that the dredging has 
coat more than thirteen cents instead 
of eight.

A NARROW ESCAPE.
The government bill to increase 

the salaries of the Ministers of Cus 
toms and Inland Revenue narrowly 
escaped defeat in the Senate. Sen­
ator Miller in proposing the six 
mouths hoist explained that he only 
desired, to maintain the policy pro­
claimed two years ago when Sir Wil 
frid introduced a bill providing that 
controllers Joly and Paterson should 
be made ministers. This bill pro­
vided that the promoted men should 
continue ro receive the Controller’s 
salary of $5,000 a year until the num 
her of ministers should be reduced, 
when the full allowance of $7,000 
should be paid them. The number 
of paid ministers remains as before, 
and the government has abandoned 
the attempt to make itself smaller. 
After two years it has been decided 
to raise the salaries of ministers with­
out reducing the number. Senator 
Miller^ was so well satisfied with the 
bill of 1897 thaï uv proposed to ad­
here to it. His motion for the six 
months hoist was lost by a majority 
of one, the speaker voting for the first 
time this Session and contributing the 
majority. Sir Mackenzie Bowell and 
several other Conservatives came to 
the rescue of the two Ministers and 
voted for the bill, though they con­
demned the clause which made the 
additional salary payable for the 
whole of last year.

WEST HURON INVESTIGA­
TION.

The West Huron inquiry come to 
a sudden close Monday aftgrnoon. 
At the moment when the Govern­
ment majority in the Prixeleges Com­
mittee refused to hear further evid­
ence nine witnesses "who had been 
brought from Goderich at a cost of 
$400 were waiting in the corridor to
be called. Mr. Borden, who was 
conducting the inquiry asked to be 
allowed fiafi an bpur to examine these 
witnesses offering to take that even­
ing or the next day ot anytime that 
might be convenient to the Govern- 
meht. The request was refused and 
the West Huron men werp sept home 
without giving testimony. While, 
however, the case was not completed 

$13,709,699 enough has been proved to show that 
gross irregularities occurred in all 
parta of the. riding, while serious 
crimes were committed in at least 
three polls. As was shown last weejj 
Returning Officer Farr, who beld-tbe 
pol1 at number two polling district in 
Goderich, stated to the poll clerk 
that the box contained “thirteen 
damned good ballots for Holmes." 
Another witness swore that Fair told 
him that he had voted twenty-two 
times for Holmes.
THE CONCEALMENT OF FARR 

Evidence taken Monday proves 
the fact that Farr was hiding in To­
ronto after the enquiry began, and 
that when the search for him got hot 
he went off to Oshawa, Whitby, 
Brooklyn and other places. A fellow- 
boarder with Farr swears that Farr 
was twice visited by Mr. Vance and 
that at the request of Vance, Farr 
went to the latter’s house in Toronto 
after midnight. It was alter this visit 
that farr ran away. This witness 
swears that Farr told him that Vance 
had arranged his flight and paid his 
travelling expenses. Farr also said 
that Vance reported having received 
telegraphed instructions from Ottawa 
to “keep your man low." Farr 
also told this witness, in answer to 
question that Holmes would not have 
been elected if the election had been 
a straight one. The importance ol 
Vauce’s connection with the case 
depends upon the fact that he is as. 
istant organizer for £he government 
party in Ontario and according to the 
testimony of a government wittness he 
had charge of the West Huron Cam­
paign. All this is a striking testi­
mony when taken with the fact that 
twenty one bogus ballots were found 
in the box at Farr’s poll, and the 
further fact that only forty votes were 
counted for the Conservative candidate 
while fifty-five electors have alreay 
come forward with solemn declarations 
that they voted for him. So strong 
a case has been made out that 
already the leading journal of the 
Liberal party in Canada- has admitted 
that Mr. Holmes cannot continue to 
hold the seat with satisfaction to his 
self respect but Mr. Holmes has been 
feiund equal to strain.

The committee made no report 
except to make a return of the evi 
dence and to give some account of the 
proceeding. It is understood that the 
enquiry is to be resumed next session 
and that the investigation of the Rrok 
ville election shall then be taken up. 

THR MACHINE SUPPORTED. 
Almost the last division in the 

session was taken on Thursday on 
the mction that the immigration 
vote be reduced by $3,000, the 
amount paid by a grateful govern 
ment to Mr W. T. R. Preston, the 
inventor, operator and hugger ‘of 
“machine.” The motion was voted 
down on the direction of the finance 
minister, who said he coufd see noth­
ing wrong in anything he knew that 
Mr. Preston had done. Tbegoverment 
would not even promise an investiga- 
ti >n.

Tfiis last endorsement of the 
chine by ministers who are so largely 
jn its debt was a fitting closo to a ses*

BUSINESS IS BUSINESS.
During the discussion in supply 

this week it was discovered that Mr 
J.B. Charleson, who was sent to the 
Yukon in March to make trails, roads 
and bridges, to establish telegraph 
lines, clear out rivers, erect buildings, 
and perform a miscellaneous assort­
ment' of services, has not furnished 
much information as to bis expendi­
tures. He began in Ottawa by pur­
chasing telegraph wire at a high price 
from his own son without tender. He 
has continued by drawing $43,000 
without sending vouchers or even 
furnishing his pay lists. Mails have 
come out every fortnight. Demands 
from the banks in the Yukon, which 
paid Mr. Charleson’s cheques have 
reached Qttawa with due regularity.
But for five months not even an ac 
count” of wages paid has been re­
ceived from the Charleson expedi­
tion. On Wednesday of this week 
over $300,000 was voted, under pro­
test, for the services under Mr.
Charleson’s charge. It is perhaps 
not necessary to say that Mr, Charle­
son is a recent appointee of the Pub­
lic Works oepartment. Mr. Charle­
son was high in favor with the late 
Mercier government in Quebec in 
the days when that ill-fated ministry 
was at the height of its gorgeous ca­
reer. When Mercietism went down 
in well-merited disgrace a number of 
followers found their occupation 
gone. Some of these have followed 
Mr Tarte to Ottawa and have brought 
with them the letters of credit sys­
tem and a considerable disregard for 
detail in financial accounting.

Mr, Fielding, as acting minister, 
found it impossible to explain Mr.
Charleson’s irresponsible conduct.
He sorrowfully admitted that he 
could not understand why Mr Tarte’s 
superintendent had not rendered a 
financial account.

An Auditor has lately been sent to 
the Yukon to find out what has been 
going on and meanwhile Mr Fielding 
can do nothing but ask for more 
money to keep Mr. Charleson going.
HOW TO MAKE DREDGING 

EXPENSIVE.
Another sample of "Mr. Tar'e.s 

operations has been made public.
List year the Minister decided to 
dredge out a harbor at Coteau. He 
did not call for tenders. He did not 
even confer with contractors who own 
and operate dredges. On the con­
trary he sought out a land agent knd 
broker at Montreal whose daughter 
had married Mr. Tartg’s son. To 
this gentleman, Mr. Gauthier, Mr.
Tarte offered $8 an hour for dredging 
Mr. Gaultier went to a man who 
made dredging his business and who 
owned the necessary plant. The 
work was farmed out to this man, at 
five or six dollars an hour. For a 
year since then Mr. Gauthier has 
been pocketing two or three dollars 
an hour as a middleman, and the 
dredging has cost the coun ry abou' 
one-third more than it would have 
cost if it had been given ou: dirtctly 
to the man who did the work. Last 
session Mr. Tarte assured the House 
that the dred6ing done by bis soo'i ! ever known in Canada.
