La Presse of Montreal states 
that the attempt of the govern­
ment to keep the census returns 
secret has not been successful. Our 
Montreal contemporary believes 
that the population is in the neigh 
borhood of 5,500,000. The popu­
lation in 1891 was 4,843,256, and 
the result of a logarithmetical 
calculation based on the percent­
age of increase of population from 
1881 to 1891 would make the 
number iu 1901 5,445,000. This 
is a gain of some 60,000 a year. 
Mr. Sifton’s agent m Winnipeg 
claims that 25,000 immigrants 
came to that port alone within the 
six months preceding his last re 
port. Mr. Sifton claimed 44,000 
immigrants in the year 1899-1900. 
and this apparently does not in­
clude the thousands of persons 
from the United States and other 
countries who went into the Yu 
kon, or those who went into the 
Kootenay country direct from the 
United States. Sir Richard Cart­
wright was accustomed to insist 
until five years ago, that the 
“ natural increase ” of population 
was two and a half per cent a 
year. If that were so, the natural 
increase in Canada should have 
been over 700,000 in the last five 
years while the increase, with 
immigration added, would not be 
less than 900,000. If the census 
should give such results as La 
Presse suggests, the minister of 
trade will have much to explain 
away.—St John Sun.

Wherever the United States 
and Canada disagree about 
boundary line, and the troth can 
be readily and certainly arrived 
at, it is found that the Canadian 
contention is right The inter­
national boundry surveys have 
been constantly showing 
neighbors to be trespassers on our 
territory.

MORGAN’S LATEST TRUST.
According to the London correspond­

ent of the New York World, tt is report­
ed thet J. Pierpont Morgan is engaged 
in arranging for the establishment of a 
great Anglo-American bank, with a 
capital of $1,000,000,000. It is said that 
it is proposed to abolish all of the prin­
cipal financial agencies and banka al­
ready engaged in Anglo-American busi­
ness. The proposed institution, it is 
said, ie intended to be the principal 
agency for the already vast and rapidly 
growing banking transactions between 
Europe and America. Mr. Morgan is 
understoo 1 to have associated with him 
in the Stupendous undertaking not only 
the principal capitalists who aided in 
the organisation of the United Steel 
Corporation, bnt also the Rothschilds.

CHALLENGERS DISABLED.

He demanded 
an inquiry. Lord Stanley, Financial 
Sec ret ary'of the War Office, said that 
the inquiry would be made. It ie be­
lieved that the accusations will be dis­
proved. Mr. LBroderick said that a 
telegram from Lord Kitchener had an­
nounced that between fifty and sixty 
thousand troops were now suitably 
mounted. The War Secretary defend­
ed the quality of the horses bought 
abroad.

It i» 
asserted that in one case an officer 
netted £60,000 in the purchase of horses 
in Hnngary.

Details regarding the fighting at 
Vlakfontein show it to have been one 
of ibe most desperate ol the war. 
Dixon’s column was traversing the 
district establishing ponts when at 
tacked by 1200 Boers. The Boers 
were so dise that fifty British soldiers 
fell at’he first volley. The Yer«] 
in&ory held the position protecting 1 
the guns uotil nearly decimated j 
Then finding it impossible to save the 
guns, the artillerymen shot the horses 
to prevent the Boers moving the 
guns.

The Derbyshires afterwards charg­
ed the Boers and recovered the guns. 
The D;rbyshires and Yeomanry lost 
heavily.

\t bile the Boers were in tempor­
ary possession of the guns they shot 
two artillerymen in cold blood for re­
fusing to work them against their own 
comrades.

The War Office has published the 
following despatch from Kitchener, 
dated Pretoria, June 4th : James 
town (Cape Colony) surrendered to 
Kritzinger’s commando on the morn­
ing cf June 2nd, after four hoars 
fighting. The town guard and local 
volunteers were overpowered before 
our pursuing column came up. Out 
casualties were three killed and two 
wounded.

The Boer loss is said to have been 
greater. The stores were looted, but 
the garrison was released. Have 
placed General French in charge ol 
the operations in Cape Colony.

Colonel Wilson, with 24P of Kitch­
ener’s scouts, surprised and routed 
400 Boers belonging to Beyer’s com­
mando, west of Warmbaths. The 
Boers resisted
t Kitchener cabling Monday morning 

states that the number of Boers kiled, 
captured or surrendered during May 
totalled two thousand six hundred. 
From June 1st to g’h, twenty-six 
Boers killed, 41 wounded, four bun 
dred taken prisoner?, thirty-three sur­
rendered, five hundred and fifty rifles ; 
sixteen rounds of ammunition ; a 
hundred and twenty waggons and 
four thousand horses captured.

The British surprised two Boer 
aagers at different points in Cape 

Colony Thursday night, and captured 
42 prisoners, 15,000 rounds of am 
munition, and a quantity of supplies. 
A railroad wreck occured near Prei 
toria June 7, in which nine soldiers 
• ere killed and many injured.

Capk Town, June 11.—The mili­
tary authorities are enforcing stringent 
restrictions in the distribution of 
foodstuffs northward from De Aar 
and southward from Bulawayo. Only 
essentials arc permitted to be dis 
tributed and these only in limited 
quantities so as to deprive the Boers 
of their source of supply.

London, June ai—Kitchener wires 
that Commandant Van Rensberg and 
his Commando have surrendered at 
Petersberg. A hundred men came 
in, others following.

Ottawa, June 11—A despatch to 
the Governor General announces that 
the Canadians in the Constabulary 
force have been under fire and that 
Trooper Hartless, Manitoba bad died 
of wounds. Two deaths irom enteric 
are also reported.
