Sickness is too apt to lie synonymous 
with sadness, and it is all important that 
the person in charge of a patient should 
weir a bright, hopeful countenance. 
The weak look to the strong fir support, 
and are quick to mark ths slightest 
tokens of uneasiness Or apprehension on 
the part of those about their bedsides, 
although they give no outwaad express 
ion of ilieir sense of it at the time. A 
nurse who combines apparent confidence 
as to a happy result, with the tender at­
tentions necessary to secure it, does but 
discharge the proper functions of her 
calling, save iu extreme cases, of which 
we are not creating here.

Let the ourse be quiet. Let lier dress 
4 be off no stiff or rustling material ; her 

shoes of a kind that shill in no wise 
creek or cry. The modulation of the 
voice, too, should be carefully attended 
to. We cannot, and should not, forbear 
attendance upon the sick, because nature 
has not gifted us with that rare, blessed 
boon, of a sweet and musical voice; yet 
even more earnestly than the elocution­
ist, should the nurse study to modulate 
such organs as she dues possess, to the 
utmost gentleness of which they are 
capable. For nothing is of greater 'im 
portance, we would assure her, if she de­
sires to soothe irritated nerv es, and quiet 
perturbed spirits, than to use an habitu­
ally soft and calm speech in all her con­
versation, either with the sick or in their 
presence.

It is primarily important that an at­
tendant should give quick heed to the 
physician’s orders, and obey them ex­
actly. The hard-headed and opinionat­
ed nurse is one who incurs a heavy re­
sponsibility, and in nine cases out of ten 
brings to grief her patient as well as 
herself.

Take care that no disagreeable topic 
of conversation be continued, if per- 
cr.auce introduced. Get more impera­
tive; guard against talking at all when 
the patient indicates by his own silence 
a desire for quiet. If the vote of all the 
sick wore taken us to that fault in their 
nurses, from which they sutler most, we 
should not be surprised if, with one 
voice, they would say, garrulity. It is 
conceded that truth lies at the found­
ation of all popular beliefs ; and if so, 
th;n nurses, as a class, are prone to talk 
too much. Let sd base a vice ns gossip 
no longer degrade ope of the noblest and 
bénéficiant of huinifi callings—the care 
ot the sick.—[American Agriculturist for 
September. *
