Bylaws- of the corporation 
were presented by provisional board 
of directors and were discussed at 
length, but no decision was reached 
and the discussion will be resumed 
tomorrow. Melville Stone, general 
manager of the Associated Press, was 
present asd explained the workings 
of that service, telling how difficul­
ties were- surmounted. Representa­
tives of western newspapers present 
do not all favor the establishment of 
a Canadian news service through 
Canadian Press Limited at the pre­
sent time. They propose a provincial 
organization with exchange of news 
between the east and west. This ques­
tion will be decided at tomorrow's 
meeting.

RED CROSS ORIGINATOR DEAD.

Man Who Conceived System for Hu­
mane Treatment of Injured, Dead.
^Geneva, Switzerland, Nov. 7—Henri 

Dunant, founder of the International 
Red Cross society, died Sunday night 
at Helderi.

Henri, Dunant xvas of Swiss birth 
and lived in Geneva. At the battle 
of Sdlferino, Italy, June 24, 1859, he 
witnessed, the needless suffering and 
loss of life resulting from days of 
neglect to care for the wounded. Re­
alizing that such conditions need not 
exist,^lie conceived the idea* of pre­
vailing on the nations of the earth to 
regard and protect as neutral the 
wounded ana give them all possible 
care. He elaborated on his idea, and 
through the Swiss consul .brought 
about an international cpnferehce at 
Geneva in 1*863.
