STRAFFORD beheaded 1641, aged 

48. As a member of Parliament he 
supported the opponents of Charles I. 
but afterwards became a Royalist. As 
Lord Deputy of Ireland he carried out 
a strong policy known as the “thor­
ough.” When impeached by the Com­
mons of high treason he was desert­
ed by the King and executed on Tower 
Hill.

WILLIAM PITT, Earl of Chatham, 
'died 1778, aged 70. He had' a long 
and distinguished career as a states­
man, and was the most eloquent 
Parliamentarian of his time.

DANTE GABRIEL ROSSETTI born 
1528. He showed great talent as a 
painter from boyhood, and became 
one of the Pre-Raphaelite Brother­
hood, formed in 1848. He also dis­
tinguished himself as a poet.

It is but poor eloquence which only 
shows that the orator can talk.
