tion. Not that we blame them fn th
--wé rather praise them. Fortunate-
ly, there is some commonsense oud-
side of Parllament, though it is long
since there was any in it.

At some time or another, possibl
about the middle of the millenium, it
will dawn upon the people of this
country that it is the first and proper
business of legislatures to make laws,
They will judge the candidates b{
their aptitude and fitness for that hig
office, not by their “politics” or their
association with this or that leader,
this or that interest. They will hesi-
tate before entrusting matters which
require the . greatest sagacity, the
widest experience, the most profound
knowledge, to the hands of men who
can scarcely write a grammatical
sentence. We had an exhibition last
year of “legislation.” That priceless
gem, the Profits Tax, will soon be
brought into the light again and re-
veal—to vary the poet .a little—its
own dark, unfathomed depths. Pos-
sibly some of the justice of the criti-
cisms which we made of {t, and
which aroused such resentment, will
then be apparent. Possibly not. Pos-
sibly it will be seen in a short time
what utter trash the gem is and it will
be packed out of sight again. But

at is likely to be the result if the
philosophers responsible for it are
permitted again to try their rash ex-
periments on things of which they
have no understanding? Imagine the
sort of thing we are likely to have im-
posed upon us by this F. P. U. govern-
ment. Acts aimed directly at the
“magnates” of “Water Street;” acts
whieh, if enforced, would cut away
half the foundation of the country’s
finances; acts openly and impudently
framed solely in the interests of a
small section of the community, and,
by their pernicious influence over the
rest, militating strongly against those
very interests themselves; acts vio-
lating every sound principle, unwork-
able, mischievous and ludicrous, pre-
paring us for financial and economic

ruin before the first breath of ad-|

versity; chaos unutterable. Then, as
the logical and purposed  result, a
forced appeal to Canada to take us
over and pull us out of the mess in
which we have allowed our rulers to
plunge us. That is the true menace
to the country. But the country sees
it by this time and will take care that
it is avoided and destroyed, never to
lift its nightmare head again. The
country will see toit that it
is governed in the country’s
interests, not those of a
couple of corporations resting them
upon the country’s ruin.

He has found himself in the uncon-
genial but not uncommon position of
a judge compelled to administer laws
of which he strangly disapproves.

But it is as plain as day that
moderate, temperate and decent per-
sons, many of whom consented cheer-
fully: to a sacrifice for the common
good, have alone suffered, and under
the disgraceful conditions that exist
will most reluctantly avail themselves
of the opportunity that is left open to
supply even what everyone would ad-
mit to be a bare need, and no one call
an indulgence; while thosé very per-
sons for whom the act was primarily
intended, habitual drunkards and the
like, have suffered least, have been
able to get almost as much liquor as
they liked, have in fact got it and are
getting it still.

Sir~The menace to the country is
of a complex character. It consists
of the grave financial difficuities that
face the country in the immediate
future, owing to the many millions
of dollars that the Morris Govern-
ment during the past nine years bor-
rowed and squandered in unprofitable
and unjustifiable political enterprises.
It consists in the necessity for the
borrowing of still further millions to
meet the demands arising out of our
war engagements, and borrowing,
too, at enormously high rates of in-
terest.

| ers, "and since Coakerism was blend-
ed with-Morrisism there has been a
complete orgy in expenditure, culmi-
nating to date in the attempt to fix
! upon the country an annual expendi-
ture of ten thousand dollars and more
i as part consideration for the transfer
{ of the Government by Sir BEdward
i Morris to Mr. Coaker and his follow-
ers. The menace consists, further, of
, the utter incompetence of the present
Government. It is assumed by somse
. people that a schoolmaster or a fish-
erman shall take to politics as a duck
takes to swimming. Everybody will
agree that a merchant, school teach-
er, artisan, or fisherman cannot do
their respective work properly with-
out special Instruction and experi-
ence; but for those to whom we en-
trust our fates, our fortunes, and our
honour, no. such training is deemed
gequisite. The truest patriotism .is
to be capable and reliable, but such
patriotism finds no place in the make
up of our Government. They are the
pliant tools of a political Union, mov-
ed at will like pawns on a chess-
board, whose freedom of action is re-
strained by an oath of allegiance to
the Boss of the concern, and whose
sense of honour and self-respect may
be gauged by the contemptible posi-
tion they occupy. True statesmanship
is the art of changing a country from
what it {s into what it ought to be.
The statesmanship that we have had
displayed during the past nine years
has been to change the country from
what it was into what 4t ought not to
be. And now we have passed to a
still worse stage, in which incom-
petency is blended with downresht
rascality, if the statement be true
that the present Coaker Government
has formed a political alliance with
the Government Contractors — the
Reid Newfoundland Company. In a
former letter I said that since 1909—
when Governor McGregor gave the
Government to Sir Edward Morris,
improperily I maintain, right down
through the years that he held it, the
Reild Newfoundland Company practi-
cally controlled and directed the Gov-
ernment of this Colony, and that Sir
Edward Morris owed his retention of
the Government ’durlng the past nine
years to the wealth and labor influ-
ence of the Railway Company. When
I wrote those damning words I did
not expect to have them so speedily
endorsed as correct. But the article
taken by you from the Montreal Star,
and published in the Evening Tele-
gram of the 8th instant, intimating
that “Sir William Reid, former Presi-
dent of the Reid Railway Company,
in a written but yet unpublished
statement” says he “financed three
General Elections to overthrow the
Bond Govermment” emphatically con~
firms the truth of what I alleged. Sir
Edward Morrid’ first eléction, as lead-
er of a party, was in 1908, the second
in 1909 and the third in 1913. It is
now evident that the Government of
the past nine years was nothing more
than an organized hypoerisy, the
mere instrument of a corporate busi-
ness concern, established, and kept in
power, by the wealth and influence
of a public contractor.

DEPTH BOMBS EFFICACIOUS.
LONDON, To-day.
The /German newspapers, in refer
ring to Anglo-American measure
against submarines, indicate that th
empluyment of depth charges ha
been greatly increased and perfecte
since the American destroyers arri
ed in Buropean waters. In the ol
days a destroyer was content to d!‘.\»
two or three depth charges in the vic
inity where the submarine was las
seen, but now, according to Germa
accounts it is not unusual to find d
stroyers persisting in the bhusiness 0
dropping depth bambs until as man
as forty have béen exploded, thu
covering a large area where the sul
marine is likely to be hiding.

The' destroyers left th
convoy and followed the submarin
and in the course of a few minute
dropped 39 water bombs around th
gpot where the U-boat was SuppoOse
to be submerged. Luckily they faile
to hit her and our U-boat escaped u
scathed. The same submarine wa
previously followed by two airplane
from midday until evening and pelte
with 23 bombs, but escaped. The san
newspaper contains an account ot
gubmarine cruiser which had a nar
row escape (a steamer torpedoed b
her blew . up) with terrific de
tonation wrapped in a column o0
flame and the next second the flame
disappeared and the steamer was
gone. The force of the explosion up
set the submarine’s steering apparat
us and did other damage, but th
crew finally succeeded in effecting re
pairs so that the U-boat managed td
get to port.
