The Raid Company's railway work­
ers—Station Agents, Operators, En­
gineers, Firemen, Baggagemen, Con­
ductors and others—are threatening 
» general strike the last day of the 
present month, at midnight. If de­
mands made upon the concern for a 
general Increase of wages are reject­
ed. The increase Is said to be 20 per 
cent on all salaries over $900, and 
*8 1-8 per cent, on salaries under $900. 
The workmen mentioned have recent­
ly formed a Railworkers* Union, 
which is federated with the United 
Railway Workers’ Association, a dele­
gate from the latter having been in 
the Dominion for some time organiz­
ing. The establishment of the Union 
had the sanction of the Reid Co., and 
when application was made for an 
increase of wages, a reply Was given 
which the railway workers claim was 
tantamount to an acceptance of their 
demands. Since the Government 
Commission took control of the Com­
pany's affairs another letter was 
drafted and forwarded the Commis- 
mission, which they claim has not 
been replied to. The Union is stm 
hoping that a favourable response to 
their demands will follow, but It not 
the operators will close their key­
boards at 11.59 p.m., October 81st, the 
engineers and firemen will bring
