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A POSTAL TREATY.
A Postal Convention has just been 

concluded between the United States 
and British Post Office Departments 
for establishing and regulating an ex­
change of mails in the United States, 
the Straits settlements, and the Brit­
ish East Indies, by means conjointly! 
of the line of United States mail stea­
mers plying between San Francisco' 
and Hong Kong, and of the line ol 
British mail packet» plying between 
Hong Kong and Singapore, Calcutta, 
Madras, Bombay, and Aden. Its 
leading provisions are as follows : On 
and after the first of November, 1868, 
(the date on which this convention is 
to be carried into operation), the post­
age to be levied and collected in the 
United States upon correspondence of I 
all kinds posted iu the United States, 
and addressed to the Straits settle­
ments, or the British East Indies, for 
transmission by this route will be : 10o 
per single rate of half ounce, or under, 
on letters ; two cents each on news 
papers, and eight cents per four oz. or I 
fraction thereof, on books, packets, 
patterns, and samples. The corres­
pondence thus prepaid in the Unit 
States will be delivered at the propel 
destinations in the British East Indii 
possessions free of all charges what­
ever. Prepayment is obligatory on 
newspapers,book packets and patterns, 
but letters posted unpaid, or insuffi­
ciently paid, will nevertheless be for­
warded and charged at the place of 
destination in the Straits settlements 
or the British East Indies, with a 
postage of 10d. (20c.) per single rate, 
together with a fine of’6d (12c ). Paid 
correspondence of all kinds received 
from the Straits settlements and the 
British East Indies by this route,will 
be delivered at the office of destina­
tion in the United States free of all 
charge whatever, but unpaid or insuf­
ficiently paid letters so received will 
be charged on delivery with a postage 
of ten cents per single rate of half an 
ounce or under, together with a fine 
■of 12c. each. No accounts will be kept 
between the respective Post Depart­
ments on the correspondence thus ex­
changed, each Department retaining 
all the postage which its collects, both 
on paid matter sent and unpaid mat­
ter received. New York and San 
Francisco are the offices ol exchange 
on the side of the United States, and 
Singapore, Calcutta, Madras, Bombay 
and Aden arc the exchange offices on 
the Straits settlements and the British 
East Indies.

Earthquake at Callao.—A
fearful earthquake took place in Cal­
lao on the 13th., inst which lasted sev­
en minutes. No lives were lost, but 
many houses were injured. At 7 p. m. 
the sea retired for 100 vards, but the 
water soon afterwards rose 10 feet 
above its usual level. Great fears were 
entertained that Callao would be com­
pletely inundated. At 12 o’clock the 
mole and wharf were completely cover­
ed, the sea rushing into the lower part 
of the city. The town was complete­
ly deserted, the population having fled 
panic-stricken into the interior. At 
last accounts (14th) the worst was 
over, but great alarm pervaded the 
community for the safety of their pro 
perty

Folly of Irish Lords.—The 
folly of some Irish landlords is shown 
__ the leases which Mr Scully, wtib 
was lately shot at, recently required 
his tenants to accept. One condition 
was that they were to leave their 
farms at any quarter day on receiving 
twenty-one days’ notice. Another was 
that they should claim no compensa 
tion for any improvements whatever, 
thus making even the young crops the 
[property of the landlord. Another 
I was that they , should do nothing on 
the farm in the way of buildings or 
ditches without the previous consent 
of the landlord in writing. It is need­
less to say that no good farmer would 
become the tenant of Mr. Scully, even 
if he had not been shot.

THE FAMINE IN THE RED RIVER.
We have already adverted to the 

almost total destruction of the crops 
in the Red River by the grasshoppers 
this summer. Subsequent accounts 
published in the Nor* Wester confirm 
the first reports, and the testimony of 
the principal ministers in the settle­
ment go to show that the distress is 
even more widespread than was at first 
anticipated. The editor of the Nor 
Wester conceived the idea of making 
an appeal to Canada for help, and he 
has sent circulars to the Mayors ot all 
the cities in Ontario and Quebec, giv­
ing a true and correct statement of 
the case, and also enclosing copies of 
letters in corroboration of these state­
ments from the Bishop of St- Boni­
face, the Venerable Archdeacon Mc­
Lean, the Rev. John Black and the 
Rev. George Young. In closing his 
appeal for aid, the editor says : ‘‘The 
Canadian people and others, will show 
as they have readily shown before, 
that they are alive to the call of dis­
tress, and that response will be the 
means of showing that they not only 
desire a closer political relationship, 
but that they appreciate the fact that 
we are fellow colonists and fellow sub­
jects of the same Queen.” The fol­
lowing is the letter of the Bishop of 
St. Boniface to the editor of the Nor' 
Wetter, which gives a sad picture of 
the distress that now prevails in the 
gettlement :

“ In reply to your request of this morn­
ing I have to certify, that in your issue 
of the 4th inst., the following statement 
is not exaggerated ‘ that within the whole 
colony not one bushel of any kind of grain 
will be harvested.’ * And that the pota- 
toe crop will be very meagre also.’

“ Yes, everything is destroyed by the 
grasshoppers—neither grain nor vegeta­
ble» of any kind are to be found in our

rdens or fields. Moreover the * Buffa- 
Huntere,’ instead of furnishing their 
large share of provisions and leather, ar­
rived starving from their usual hunting 

grounds. Many, during their long ex­
cursion through the plains, were reduced 
to eat their yoke of oxen, or even their 
horses, and they are now in our midst 
without a morsel of food. Their friends 
the farmers, Scotch, English or French, 
having no harvest, are unable to assist 
them ; so we have the dreadful prospects 
of thousands being reduced to famine. 
Many and many times the Red River set­
tlement has been visited by different cal­
amities, and we have often witnessed a 
great deal of suffering ; but the ' Old 
Settlers ’ all agree to consider the com­
bined plagues of thie year as the worst 
yot experienced as far as food is concern­
ed. The stock of various provisions is, I 
may say, completely exhausted in every 
quarter, and with the beet will, it is im­
possible to meet the wants of the popu­
lation. No seed of any description 
jor most of the fanners next year.

The Gold Question.
The steady and continuous rise in the 

price of gold in the States is again attract- 
in g attention. The theory of some is that 
the States people are fust becoming in­
volved in increased deb‘t to Europe. This 
d ebt has been paid, of late years, in bonds, 
to the extent of nearly a thousand mil­
lions of dollars. In addition to this, rail­
way and other enterprises advanced upon 
foreign capital call for an annual payment 
in gold. Against all this the products of 
the country exported have to be placed. 
The New York Post taking the amount 
due on bonds at 25 per cent, lees than 
current belief, says :—

" On this assumption we have shipped j 
$720,000,000 of bonds in six years, or at i 
the rate of $125,000,000 a year. The 
average price obtained has been about 70 
per cent, in gold—$525,000,000 in all, or 1 
$87,500,000 each year. In other words. ! 
we have bought, imported and consumed j 
more goods by that amount, than we 
have been able to pay for. By its waste j 
ful and ex iravagant habits the country is j 
plunged into bankruptcy at the rate of a 
quarter of » million of dollars In coin 
every day. Now that these bonds are the 
property of foreigners, the United States 
must pay as interest upon them $45,000,- 
000 every year. Thus, including the in­
terest on the amount already due, and 
assuming that our present tariff and cur­
rency inflation continue, it is not extra­
vagant to estimate the present rate of 
increase of the debt due from this country 
to Europe at $182,600,000 a year. Thie 
rate of increase is itself steadily increas­
ing. How long can this process go on ?”

That is the question. All may go well 
till a period of distrust sets in, from some 
cause or another, but when the call for 
gold to redeem the immense bonded debt 
sets in, up must go the price of that com­
modity to a pitch which iff now quite 
unanticipated.
