On Thursday last, Mr. James Moore,
farmer, con. C, Minto, Harriston, met
with a sad and severe accident, which
will maim him for the remainder of his
lifetime, and render him incapable. of
performing many of the duties to which
he has hitherto been accustomed. He
was drilling out a charge of powder from
astone which he had previously unsue-
ceesfully tried to blast, when the powder
ignited, it is supposed Ly a spark of fire
from the drill or chisel, and his left hand
was nearly all blown off by the discharge
which followed. It was found necessary
to amputate the hand about six inches
above the wrist, an operation which was
neatly and expeditiously performed by
Doctor Cowan, of this yillage. Mr.
Moore had succeeded in getting part of
the charge dislodged, or it might have
resnlted far more seriously than it did.
Several other individuals were in close
proximity, and it is said that two or
three boys were gitting on the stone at the
time of the accident ; but while the re-
maining portion of the charge had
strength sufficient to break the stone into
three pieces it lacked the power suffi-
cient to throw the detached portions out
of place, and no oue else was injured. It
may be stated that previous to thé dril-
ling process having been. commenced,
water was poured into the bore, but it
does not ssem to have penetrated far
enough to damp the powder.

On the same day, Mr. Robt. Bennett,
of this village, while engaged in framing,
ran a carpenter’s adze into one of his
knees, inflicting & very severe wound,
and laying him aside for a while from
work. Dr. Cowan attended to all these
cases, and the patients, as yet, are doing

20,000, These mission stations contri-
buted for the support of gospel ordin-
ances among themselves $27,828, and re-
ceived in aid $11,762.

As compared with last year, we find the
number of mission fields is the same, but
we have an increase of 20 stations and 8
congregations, with 1,713 families,
1,022 adult members, and 4,522 of aver-
age attendance. §7,435 have been paid
to supplemented congregations, being an
increase of $2,145 on last year; while mis-
sion stations have received only $24
more than laat year, notwithstanding an
increase in the rate of grants, and have
received supply for only 1,835 Sabbaths,
as against 2,096 last yearr The total in-
come for the year including a balance of
$2,167 from last year is $12,366.

London, June 15.—In the House of
Lords t. night a great number of petiti-
ons were presented against the passage of
the Irish Church Bill.

Lord Cairns gave notice of question to+
ascerte’n if the Government intended to
endorse the opinions contained in Mr.
Bright's letter to the Birmingham meet-
ing The debate was then resumed.

Earl de Grey said he felt all the cir-
cumstances under which the Bill was
sent to this House, but urged the Earl of
Harrowby to reconsider his motion for
postponement, in view of the consequence «
which might result should it be carried.
If the Bill before them passed atall, it
must be materially amended. The House*
of Lords now had, but might not here-
after have power to remould the mea-
sure. The result ‘of the late elections
was emphatically in favor of the Bill,
and it would be imprudent for Lords to
oppose it. It they were successful for a
moment, they would soon have it re-
turned, perhaps in & more objectionable
form. He idered the dment
in a fair and conciliatory spirit, and ex-
horted the House to accept the measure
with dignity, and not incur the odium of
the people by a collision with the Honse
of Ci which repr d the de-
liberate opinion of the nation.

The Archbishop of Dublin complained
of the hard and illiberal manner in which
the Church was treated, and denounced
the Bill. He thought if it was necessary
it might have been less severe.

The Bishop of St. David’s said the sn-
perior sanctity of chureh property onght
not only to be considered, but the best
means to app!y in view of the public need
He disapproved of exclusive demonstra—
tions of Protestantism, and said he valued
its ascendancy not as it was political and
religious, but as it was moral and bene~
ficial. He considered the Irish Church an
anomaly. It had failed to fulfil its mis-
sion, and had promoted discord. He urg- -
od the passage of the Bill to a second
reading, and afterwards the introduction -
of amendments. *

The Bishqp of Peterborough opposed
the bill, and appealed to the House to
act firmly and impartially, and not ha-
miliate themselves by abdicating abject~
ly their constitutional position.

Speeches were then made against the
bill by Lords Chelmesford and Clancarty,
and in favor of it by Pensance de G
and Monck, and the House adjourned at
one o'clock without taking any action.
