Another step in the bringing of the ends 
el the world together is the survey now be- 
Ing made for a railway through Alaska, 
across Behring Strait, and through Siberia 
into Russia. The enterprise, aside from its 
cost, is said to be entirely feasible. The 
Northern Pacific and other transconti­
nental lines “constitute the first American 
division of the proposed railroad. The 
plateaux and valleys along the base of the 
Rocky Mountains offer a natural route 
through Alaska to Behring Strait. Bridg­
ing the straight, the line would cross over 
into Siberia, and thence running in a south­
westerly direction, connect with the lines 
of railway now under construction, to give 
the Russian Government an outlet to the 
sea at the mouth of the Amoos River. 
From this point of connection, south and 
west, the lines would project through the 
Chinese Empire, Indian Arabia, and thence 
across the isthmus of Suez into the Moroc- 
eos, and coastwise around the continent of 
Africa. It is proposed to bridge Behring 
Strait, which is only 48 miles in width, 
with the Diomede Islands nearly midway. 
Bridges a little more than twenty miles 
long on either side of this island would 
make this connection. The ‘water has a 
shallow, solid bottom in no place exceeding 
a depth of 40 feet.

The Shrinkage of Old Age.
[Youth’s Companion.]

Every one is familiar with the shrunken 
look of the aged—the wrinkled face, the 
lank legs and the bowed form. The shrink- 
age, of which these are but the outward 
signs, affects the entire muscular system. 
Hence the changed tone of the voice and 
the weakened action of all the bodily 
organs. No old man is equal to the 
muscular effort of his earlier years, and 
those who refuse to recognize this fact arc 
sure to do themselves harm.

But other tissues as well as the muscular 
undergo shrinkage. Thus the cartilaginous 
cushion between the joints of the spine 
contracts and at the same time becomes 
more calcareous and unyielding. The re­
sult is that the spine loses its suppleness 
and elasticity, and is more liable to harm 
from concussion. The person also becomes 
appreciably shorter.

The bones undergo a similar change, and 
not only fracture more readily, but are 
less easily healed. Old persons need to be 
specially on their guard against falling so 
as to break the thigh-bone, as the point of 
fracture is almost sure to be at the narrow 
neck, where the tendency to heal is least. 
When the teeth are lost by age, the shrink- 
age of the jaw narrows the canals through 
which important nerves pass, thus pressing 
and irritating the nerves, and giving rise to 
almost incurable neuralgia.

The nerves themselves are subject to the 
same shrinkage, so that in old age there is 
a lessening of nervous sensibility. It fol­
lows that hearing, eight, taste and appetite 
lose somewhat of their keenness.

Old age tells also upon the brain itself. 
It no longer fills the skull, and the vacant 
spaces are filled with water. Its substance 
becomes more compact and tough; in some 
rare cases it condenses into a leatherlike 
substance, and the man is reduced to a con- 
dition of idiocy. But in all cases, mentality 
is lessened.

The Future All eyes are now turned to- 
of the Jews. Ward the Jews, Russia seems 

fast fulfilling the prophecies 
which are believed to outline her future, in 
a malicious and unjustifiable persecution of 
the Israelite. The edict of 1882 she is now 
enforcing mercilessly, and the result will be 
the expulsion from her territory of 1,300,000 
or more of this proscribed people. They 
seem to have no rights which a Russian is 
sound to respect; to be limited to certain 

Jew's quarters; and to be denied the privi­
lege of owning or hiring land except under 
outrageous restrictions. Meanwhile Bishop 
Blythe calls attention to the literal fulfill­
ment of prophecies which indicate their 
ultimate regathering in their own land. 
Whereas in 1843 there were but 800 Jews 
in Palestine, now, 47 years later, the num- 
ber is multiplied nearly tenfold, and is con- 
stantly increasing; and they have come to 
stay and are building extensively in the 
vicinity of Jerusalem.

Thibet. The Moravians have a mission in 
this most inaccessible region. The 

mission premises lie about 9,400 feet above 
the sea level, and 1,000 feet above the 
narrow ravine, down which the foaming 
torrent of the Sutlej rushes. The village of 
Poo is the largest in that remote district, 
but the high passes leading to it are very 
difficult at all times, and impassable for a 
good part of the year. Here live and 
labor a missionary pair, occupying a post 
about as isolated as any mission field on 
the face of the earth. Their nearest post- 
office is fourteen days distant over 
Himalayan mountain paths. Ten years or 
more may pass without their receiving P 
single visit from a European. But for 32 
years this outpost has been faithfully held 
as a center for evangelistic labors.
