1¢ is strictly a religious society, and aims
solaly at the promotion cf spiritual Dife; it
canmot be a social, literary, or money-mak-
ing club, All its members have taken a
consecration pledge, which is renewed at
every monthly roll call. This pledge is
essential to a society of Christian Endeavor,

The position in the Methodist Church is
that the General Conference at Montreal
‘adopted the system known as the Epworth
League, and for the purpose of promoting
co-operation with the Society of Christian
Endeavor, has incorporated the principal
features of that organization, and has pro-
vided that the department of Christian
Endeavor shall always be essential and
fundamental in the organization and work-
ing of an Epworth League.” And also that
“‘any league that adopts the title ‘Christian
Endeavor’ as a distinguishing name for the
local branch, will be entitled to fellowship
in the unions and conventions of the Young
People’s Society of Christian Endeavor; also
any Christian Endeavor Society using the
term ‘Epworth League,’ similarly as a title,
may be affiliated with the Epworth
League.”
