About Canadian Seaporis.

Question of Judges’ Salaries Dis-
cussed in the Senate—Hon. David
Nills’ Reply te Hon. Mr.
Drummond.

Ottawa, April 17.—The house spent
the greater part of the day in discuss-
ing the transportation question, more

Mr. Bickerdike (Montreal) pre-
sented the conclusions arrived at by
the marine interests of Montreal after
taking the evidence of captains of
steamers plying to the port of Mon-
treal last year. The conclusion drawn
from the evidence was that the aids to
‘na\'igation were antiquated and in-
| efficient. The debate, which continued
tuntil midnight, developed the rivalry
which existed between Montreal and
| Quebec. Mr. Brock insisted that the
cheapest and nearest port, wherever it
might be, should be the port for Can-
adian trade, and opposed further ex-
. penditure on canals. The debate will
be continued tomorrow.

At 11:55 Sir Louis Davies moved that,
as there were a number of speakers
'to follow, the debate should be ad-
| journed.
| IN THE SENATE.

An interesting debate upon the sal-
| aries paid to judges took place in the
{ senate today. Hon. Mr. Drummond
brought the matter up by asking a
number of questions, in which he hint-
! ed that, as compared with the judicial
! salaries paid elsewhere, the Canadian
| scale is unjust and insufficient, and
{ that a comparison of salaries paid in
i the mother country and in other por-
| tions of the empire is substantially as
{ follows:

HON. DAVID MILLS.

Hon. David Mills thought the legal
profession would be indemted to Sen-
ator Drummond for bringing the ques-
tion up. He regretted that he could not
answer it at present. He had prepar-
{ed a bill, but was unable to say
{ whether it would come down this ses-
.s:ion. Upon this point the legal pro-
fession and the public entertain diver-
gent views. It was important that in
this matter they should carry public
opinion with them. not only for the
government and parliament, but for
the judges themselves. Touching on
the salaries paid in crown colonies, he
did not think they affected the matter.
Those salaries were in accordance with
English notions, and were paid by the
imperial authorities,

The criterion to go by
amount made by leading
the same bar over which the judge
presided. At present they were not
able to get the best men at the bar to
{ 80 upon the bench. Taking population
into account, he contended that the
{ Prince Edward Island judges were bet-
ter paid than the judges of Nova
{ Scotia or Ontario. In Ontario they
had one high cemrt judge to every 170,-
[ 000 of the population. In Prince Ed-
| ward Island they had three judges to
| 120,000 of the population. The general
scale of salaries in Ontario and Que-
bec were fixed many years ago. At
that time Prince Edward Island was
{not put on the same footing as Nova
| Scotia, nor Nova Scotia with Quebec,
because the amount made by a lead-
ing member of the bar in the island
was not so great as made in the other
places.
