A few weeks later he crashed down 
at Memphis, Tenn., on top of an auto- 
mobile and was in bed for ten days. His 
young wife, who accompanies him every- 
where, has been his companion in many 
of his flights.

Mars will be the seventh-fifth victim 
to the science of aviation. In 1909 four 
lives were lost; in 1910, 34 fatalities oc- 
curred, and so far this year 36 lives have 
been sacrificed.
