played the usual signal, & green light.
Thefreight train ran by, bowever, with-
out sbopping and the collision occurred
four miles below.

The coroner’s jury has pot yet com-
pleted the inquest. Wm. Doremus,
conductor of the freight train, has been
arrested and is in the county jail await-
iug the verdict. He claims to have seen
no green light signal at Wallace. The
fault seems to be with him and his en-
gineer NOw dead, who should have stop-
ped at Wallace for a “clearance,” even
without & sigoal to stop for orders be-
ing displayed. The dead and wounded
were brought to the railroad hospital
here and every possible attention giv-
en by the railroad authorities. A track
was built around the wreck so that no
trains were delayed by the accident.
Letters found on_the body of Andrews
show him to be from Butte en route
home to Portland where his sister Mrs.
A, Kohn tives. Orders have been re-
ceived to send his body to Portland.

The collision occurred on a level
stretch of road in a canon, with moun-
tains Lo the left and the Missoula river
to the right. The freight train was
coming down grade, running nearly
twenty - miles an hour, and the tea
train, which was not heavy, was tear-
ing east on the level atratch at a speed
well toward thirty miles'an hour, There
‘was no fime for brakes, and the engines
came  together with nearly ' as much
| force as & single engine would running
into & solid wall at:the rate of fifty
miles an hour. The escape of the en-
gineer of the tea train is miraculous, As
stated above, the accident occurred on
an outward curve. Mr Waite, who
was keeping an ordinary lookout, ob-
served a shimwer on the outer rail, not
a hundred vards ahead of him. He ex-
claimed: . *My God! That must be
Thirteen.” He called to his fireman to
jump, ahd leaped from the cab, rolling
down the steep embankment toward
the river. The fireuan atte mpled to
follow, but was to late, He was caught
hetween the cab and the tender. His
right leg was broken above and below
the knee and his left leg crushed to a
jelly. Death came to his relief.
