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CHAPTER I.
There being no plays to be acted at

He was a 
hale, jolly fellow, who would eat a 
pound of beef for his breakfast (when 
he could get it) and make nothing of 
half a gallon of ale therewith—a very 
masterful man, but kindly withal, and 
pleasant to look at when not contraried, 
with never a line Of care in his face, 
though turned of 50. He played onr hu­
morous parts, but he had a sweet voice 
for singing of ditties and could fetch a 
tear as readily as a laugh, and he was 
also exceeding nimble at a dance, which 
was the strangest thing in the world, 
considering his great girth. Wife he had 
none, but Moll Dawson was his daugh­
ter, who was a most sprightly, merry 
little wench, but no miracle for beauty, 
being neither child nor woman at this 
time ; surprisingly thin, as if her frame 
had grown out of proportion with her 
flesh, so that her body looked all arms 
and legs, and her head all mouth and 
eyes, with a great tousled mass of 
chestnut hair, which (off the stage) was 
as often as not half tumbled over her 
shoulder. But a quicker little baggage 
at mimicry (she would play any part, 
from an urchin of 10 to a crone of four­
score), or a livelier at dancing of Bran- 
ties or the single Coranto never was, I 
do think, and as merry as a lark.

Of Red Herring I need only here say 
that he was the most tearing villain 
imaginable on the stage and off it the 
most civil spoken, honest seeing young 
gentleman. Nor need I trouble to give 
a very lengthy description of myself.
What my character was will appear 
hereafter, and, as for my looks, the less 
I say about them the better. Being 
something of a scholar and a poet, I 
had nearly died of starvation, when 
Jack Dawson gave me a footing on the 
stage, where I would play the part of a 
hero in one act, a lackey in the second 
and a Merry Andrew in the third, 
scraping a tune on my fiddle to fill up 
the intermedios.

We had designed to return to London 
as soon as the plague abated, unless we 
were favored with extraordinary good 
fortune, and so when we heard that the 
sickness was certainly past and the citi­
zens recovering of their panic we, being 
by this time heartily sick of onr ven­
ture, which at the best gave us but beg­
garly recompense, set about to retrace 
our steps with cheerful expectations of 
better times. But, coming to Oxford, 
we there learned that a prodigious fire 
had burned all London down, from the 
Tower to Ludgate, so that were we 
there we should find no house to play 
in. This laid us flat in our hopes and 
set ns again to our vagabond enter­
prise, and so for six months more we 
scoured the country in a most miserable 
plight, the roads being exceedingly foul 
and folks more humored of nights to 
drowse in their chimneys than to sit in 
a draft bam and witness our perform­
ances, and then about the middle of 
February we in a kind of desperation got 
back again to London, only to find that 
we must go forth again, the town still 
lying in rains and no one disposed to 
any kind of amusement except in high 
places, where such actors as we were 
held in contempt.

So we, with our hearts in our boots, 
as one may say, set ont again to seek 
our fortunes on the Cambridge road, and 
here, with no better luck than elsewhere, 
for at Tottenham Cross we had the mis­
chance to set fire to the bam wherein we 
were playing, by a candle falling in 
some loose straw, whereby we did injury 
to the extent of a shilling or two, for 
which the farmer would have us pay a 
pound, and Jack Dawson stoutly refus­
ing to satisfy his demand he sends for 
the constable, who locks us all up in the 
cage that night, to take us before the 
magistrate in the morning. And we 
found to our cost that this magistrate 
had as little justice as mercy in his com­
position, for though he lent a patient 
ear to the farmer’s case, he would not 
listen to Jack Dawson :s argument, which 
was good enough, being to the effect that 
we had not as much as a pound among 
us, and that he would rather be hanged 
than pay it if he had, and when Red 
Herring (seeing the kind-of Puritanical 
fellow he was) urged that, since the 
damage was not done by any design of 
ours, it must be regarded as a visitation 
of Providence, he says : “ Very good. If 
it be the will of Providence that one 
should be scourged, I take it as the di­
vine purpose that I should finish the 
business to scourge the other. ” And 
therewith he orders the constable to take 
what money we have from onr pockets 
and clap ns in the stocks till sundown 
for payment of the difference.

Mr. R. J. Glenalvin of Portland, and 

Mr. Robert H. Lsadley of Seattle, ar 
rived in Victoria yesterday morning 
a mission which promises to result in a 
very interesting addition to the sport of 
next summer. These gentlemen are in­
terested in the new Pacific Baseball 
League, mention of which has already 
been made in this paper, and they wish 
to establish Victoria as a member of the 
playing circuit. Portland, Tacoma and 
Seattle are already in, and the chance 
being offered to Victoria yester­
day of being the fourth city, 
which will complete the circuit, 
the result of the interviews with base­
ball enthusiasts and others seemed to in­
dicate that the offer will be unhesitat­
ingly accepted. This conclusion is 
based largely upon the encouragement 
which prominent business men gave to 
the scheme, for they recognize that it 
will advertise Victoria in every place, 
not only on the Coast but throughout 
America, where an interest is taken in 
baseball. The League, it may be men­
tioned, has an arrangement with the 
Associated Press whereby the result of 
evey game played on its circuit is given 
the wide publicity which that excellent 
telegraphic service affords.

This is of course a professional League, 
and the professional game will under 
these auspices be seen for the first time 
n Victoria. The business of signing 

players has already been commenced in 
the three cities named, and most of 
these players are secured from the East, 
and it is_ needless to say that none but 
first-class talent will be engaged. The 
season will last about five months, and 
the present idea is to give about forty 
games in each of the cities.

The preliminary meeting in connection 
with this scheme'was held at Detroit last 
fall, when Mr. Glenalvin was granted 
the franchise for Portland ; Mr. Leadley 
for Seattle, and Mr. Strobel for Tacoma. 
At a meeting of the League to be held at 
Portland on the 28th, applications will 
be in order from persons who may wish 
to have the franchise for Victoria, and 
thei e will be a delegation from this city 
present at the meeting.

Mr. Glenalvin has himself been a base­
ball player and manager for more than 
ten years, having played with the League 
clubs of Detroit, Chicago, Indianapolis, 
Grand Rapids, Lincoln, Los Angeles and 
Portland. He will captain and play 
second base on the Portland nine of this 
year.

Mr. Leadley is one of the best known 
baseball managers of the East. In 1888 
he engineered the deal whereby the De­
troit club secured the services of the 
celebrated “Big Four”—Brouthers, 
Richardson, White and Rowe—at a cost 
to the Détroits of $50,000, recouped by 
the winning of the National League 
championship of that year. That a man 
of his experience interests himself in 
this League is an evidence of the good 
chances for its success.

Mr. Strobel is well known in minor 
League circles, having a successful 
record in Ohio and Michigan.

THE TURF.
* SIX DATS RACING ARRANGED.

As a result of the earnest endeavors of 
the Oregon horsemen to put racing on a 
solid basis in the Northwest portions of 
the Pacific Coast, Victoria will have, for 
the first time, a six day meeting, this 
summer, and instead of there being two 
or three entries in each race, the Driving 
Park track will be hardly wide enough 
to accommodate the big field that 
will be attracted to the post 
in each event. Again and again 
have enthusiastic admirers of thorough­
bred stock made spasmodic efforts to en­
courage horse breeding in British Col­
umbia, but owing to the lack of concert­
ed action their efforts have proved fu­
tile. The formation of the North Pacific 
racing circuit, however, is the beginning 
of a racing boom in Oregon, Washington 
and British Ci/lumbia, and owners, in­
stead of having their horses- before the 
jublic two or three times a year, will 
lave them in harness almost continu­
ously for six months. The public, with­
out whose support racing must neces­
sarily die a natural death, may always 
be depended upon to turn out to witness 
a genuine contest for speed between 
high-class runners or trotters : and as, 
at every meeting held under the auspices 
of the N.P.R.A., the pick of the Oregon 
and Washington racing stables will do 
battle for supremacy, the turf will 
sume once more its high position in the 
estimation of a sport loving population.
