Defendant Coigdarippe Exam-
ined— Plaintiff’s Counsel
Charge Him With Fraud.

Cross-Examination Begun Yes.
tecday Afternoon and Ad-
journed Until Today.

(From Thursday's Daily))

Further evidence was taken yester-
day in the Supreme court in' the case
Camsusa et al vs. Coigdarippe, before
the Hon. Mr. Justice Irving,

William Harrison was tne first wit-
ness called by Mr. Crease, and testi-
fied that he was a liquor dealer, amd
well remembered the firm of Bouch-
erat & Camsusa, He was of the opin-
ion that the firm did a very large busi-
ness, second only to that done by the

{ Hudson's Bay Compauny. They. were

large imporiers of IKrench goods and
cigars, He thought $6,000 a ridculous-
ly small sum to sell a half interest in
the business for, The year 1885 was
a good year in Vietoria for the liguor
trade on account of the C. P. R. con-
struction work then going on.

Cross-examined by E. V. Bodwell,
K. C., witness said that, as .a matter
of fact, he knew mnothing of the actual
business of Boucherat & Camsusa.

A. E. McPhillips, K. C., ‘admitted
that the Eub estate had not yet been
listributed.

E. V. Bodwell, K. C., in opening the
deferce, addressed his lordship,  and
said there was no law to prevent a
qrustee  from buying from the estate
for which he is trustee. The law only
states that a d¢rustee ecannot make
money for himself out of ithe estate
and the question in this ecase is, di
the trustee take an unfair advantage
of the estate?

Mr. Bodwell claimed that’ the busi-
ness lost money in 1883, and in 31
months the money lost by tlie firm was
over $1,300, including the interest on
Mr. Bouchenat's investmemt of $18-
WA, The  stock-in-trade was badly
selected and a hard one to hawndle, Mhere
was no profit made in the business for
two years after Mr. Camsusa’s death.
After that Mr. Coigdarippe’s new me-
theds proved very successful, and his
industry and good business ways made
the business a suceess.

Mr. Bodwell claimed that Mr. Coig-
darippe paid Mprs. Camsusa $50 per
month, i. e., half his salary as repre-
sentative of her interest im’ the busi-
ness until the August following Mr.
Camsusa’s death. After that he induced
Boucherat to buy the interest at a
valuation of Mr. Monteith, which
amounted to $6,300 odd on the agree-
ment that Coigdarippe became a part-
ner, which e did the following Decem-
ber. The business made no profit for
two vears after that, and he said his
lordship would see from the ovidence
that there wae mo suspicion of col-
lusion on the part of the trustees.

Mr. Bodwell said that, as a matter
of fact, that it was the trustees who
2ot Boucherat to pay 8 per cent. After
the first five years, during which he
Dpaid 6 per cent. and when Mrs. Cam-
susa got 8 per cent., she wanted to
cleam the extra 2 per cent for the five
Years. When Mrs. Camsusa swore in
her evidence that she made the claim
for the extra rate of interest, she was
entirely in error, because, as before
Tmted, the trustees arranged it for
her.

Mr. Jean Coigdarippe was the first
witness called, and testified that he
had lived in Vietoria since 1874, and
lad been aequainted. with the late Mr.
Camsusa for ten years. Witness swore
that bis income, at the®time of the
death of Mr. Camsusa, Swas $200 per
month. Witness learned that “he was
a trustee of the estate on the day of
the fumeral of Mr. Camsusa. On the
24th December witneéss ande the late
Mr. “Erb went to Boucherat and got
$50, which was taken to Mrs, Cam-
susa. At that time he did not know
the exact terms of the partnersiip
agreemenit,

The  trustees engaged Mr. Monteith
to value DMrs. Camsusa's interest, and
Mr. Monteith’s balance sheet was put
in evidence,

The court then adjourned for Junch.

After Juncheon Mr. Bodwell coftin-
ued the direct examination of the de-
fendant, Coigdarippe. Several docu-
ments were proved and placed in evi-
dence. In explamation of why the Cam-
susa interest was mot offered for sale,
witness said that Boucherat was owed
the sum of $6,658.97 by the firm on
his personal account, and Mr. Bouch-
crat could claim this at any time.

Regarding - the proposition of selling
the Camsusa interest, witness said it
was of such a mature that mo busi-
ness man would tackle it. The part-
nership had only six months to rum.
Witress wlent into the firm on account
of ‘the part he took in the sale of the
QCamsusa interest, as he felt in honor
bonud to Boucherat to help tim make
it a success. The reason why mnothing
was asked for the good-will of the busi-
ess was becanse the good-will was
worth nothing, the bhsiness being a
losing concern,

The late Mr. Erb's memorandum
book was produced, proved and placed
in evidence. Am entry in same was as
follows: Sept., 1885."

at the expense of improvement at home,
as a telescopic philanthropy because it
is blinded to everything near at hand.
Such would appear to be the state 0ﬁ|
mind of the Bishop of Columbia, when
he writes letters home to high officials of
the British government favoring the in
troduction of Chinese into South Africa.
We have no objection to the Bishop
holding his own views on the desirabil
ity of Chinese as residents of a British
community. Neither can we object ta
him expressing ‘these views on any occa
sion when he may see fit, but we do
object to the Bishop of Columbia o
any other person endeavoring to use th
‘Chinese to oppress the Bridish workma
in his wages. A reference to our new
columns this morning will show tha
‘Bishop Perrin presumed to offer advic
to the British government on the mat
ter and at the same time when the gov
ernment of Canada hesitated to expres
an opinion. Had the government of Can
ada, however, not been restrained b
the knowledge that it would be to som
extent presumptious to offer somment,
we are confident the advice it woul
have given would have been directly
contrary to that of Bishop Perrin. Th
government of Canada made special en
quiry into the question of Chinese immi
gration by royal commission, and as
result a prohibitive head tax was place
on the immigration of these people int
Canada. ;

Harold Bauer’s
AGreaf Powers

Young Virtueso Charms a Dis-
criminating Audience Last
Evening.

[}
Programme Chosen to Display
His Many And Varlea
Gifts.

(From Wednesday’s Daily.)

Mr. Harold Bauer, the gifted young
German pianist, gave his first recital
to a Victoria audience at the opera
hoouse last evening. What the audience
lacked in mmmbers, it amply made
amends for in enthusiastic appreciation
of the virtuoso’s powers—and Mr. Bauer
may be justly called a wvirtuoso, al-
though he has some distance to travel
yet before he can be vanked with the
immiotital few whose names are synony-
mous with all that is greatest and best
in pianoforte virtuosity.

But that Mr. Bauer has in him the
sterling merit to carry him wvery high
up Parnassus was amply demonstrated
last night in a programme which gave
every opportunity of proving  his
quality, whether in the intellectual Té-
giom of original interpretation of classics
or in the domain of techmique.

Indeed, it is difficult not to write en-
thiusiastically about the work of M.
Bauer last night, although it is much
better to survey his work quietly and
dispassionately. Admirers of the young
man claim for him a finer touch than
Paderewski’s; a grander breadth of
power and depth of feeling thanm Rosen-
thal's; a more dazzling brilliancy in the
mere gymuastics of execution than Emil
Sauwer’s. Well, it is a free country,
and opinions are not dangerous things
to express hereabouts mumless they run
counter to the peace of the sovereign
people, but probably Mr. Bauer him-
self wiould be the first to smile at such
claims—at present, for, be it remem-
bered, he is a very young man, and he
is full of potentialities,

No man with such gifts could fail
to go far, and no one can doubt that
in the days o come, when the larger
experience shall be his, and the excel-
lence of constancy in practice shall
have flowered in a splendid perfection,
it will be time to say whether the
name of Bauer is to be linked with
those giants who have gone before, At
present it is gquite safe to assert that
few pianists now before the discrimin-
ating public are entitled to cherish
brighter hopes than Mwxr, Bauer, for it
must be admitted that his work is su-
perb in all divisions of the musical art.
As already hintted, his technique is
practically flawless; it is seldom that
execution so absolutely clearcut and
precise is heard. Certainly nothing like
it has been heard since: Rosenthal was
‘here some years ago, and played to an
audience that packed the opera house
to the woof.

Mr, Bauer opened his programme
with en old favorite, which has become
almost hackneyed—at any rate, @& good
deal thacked, by the ambitious but in-
oconsiderate average pianist—Beethoven’s
somata appassionata. Most of those in
the audience were in agreement that
they bhiad never heard this piece played
better than Mr. Bauer did it. Like
Mendelssohn's concerto for violin, this
is one of those pieces which stand as
real tests of a player’s qualities.

‘With all necessary tencerness and a
complete grasp of the bristling techni-
cal difficulties, the young pianist did
his work so well that the audience were
prepared for the feast of splendid things
to follow. 3 i N

The next piece was a freakish com-
Position of Schumanu’s, entitled “Kneis-
leriana,” being all sorts of things sug-
gested to his teeming mind by Hoff-
maw's poem, “Kappellmeisster. Kreis-
ler.” It is full of Schumann touches,
and wo one was fonder of startling con-
trasts than the man who composed such
contrasts as ‘“Iraumerei,” the “Schlum-
merlied” and “Der Lustige Bauer.”
Schumann, who was a good deal of ein
lustige baumer himself, seems o have
tried to pour into this melange frag-
ments of everything he had ever thought
in music. Mr. Bauer’s mnravelling of
the musical skeir was sufficiently satis-
fying,

A quaint selection by Brahms, an
intermezzo, was characteristic of that
erratic composer, the Robent Browuning
of music. It was somewhat like the
affectionate comminglifig of a gospel
bymn end a tumpy-tum popular song,
with here and there a flash of some-
thing like real music; wihich, however,
quickly excused itself, as if it had got
into the wrong shop.

Mendelssobn’s  capriccio, ‘as a  con-
trast, was refreshing, and full of green
places, with gratetul sound of pure
liquescent melody, aand the happy
warble of birds; wunderstandable and
chastely pleasant. Hardly would it be
possible ito exceed the gharm of Mr.
Bauer's treatment of this classical gem.
T'he last time the writer heard it played
was by the Chevalier de Kontski, in
a great lastern city, and it is no 3;-
aggeration to say that Mr. Bauer's fn-
terpretation last evening was fully
equal to that of the splendid old Awus-
trian pianist.

Tnen came a prelude, an A. flat by
Chopin, in which Mr. Bauer had a fair
chamce ‘to prove his power of telling a
tale whose running mote and repetend
are mournful beauty and the hint of
approaching death. . For through near-
ly all the music of Chopin winds this
plaintive suggestion of despairing sad-
ness; a kind of phthisical sigh for the
fleeting reign of beauty and sweetness
and light. 'The delicate legato of wnhe
true Ohiopin opus was well brought out
by M. Bauer. 'This was followed by
4 ‘Chopin barcarolle, full of the char-
acteristic touches of the master aud
givern with consummate grace and skill
by the player. Chopin music is worth
going far to hear played as it was last
evening.

An etude in D. flat by Liszt provided
a genuine set-off to the melodious solem-
nities of the Chopin studies, and was
played with splendid vivacity and pow-
er, as Liszt has to, be played if it is
to be worth anything. 'Dhe last piece
on the programme was Wagner's “Die
Walkurie,” the valkyries’ ride. It really

| requires a 100-piece orchestra to do full

justice to this miraculous crestion of
the human brain, but such as can be
done with one pair of hands on a grand
piano Mr. Bauer did.. It is a demoni-
acal fantasie; the dissonant howlings of
witches damned, mingling with the bass
chaunts of warriors in a time when
masic was rude and wildly inharmoni-
ous; and all bound together with the
magical art of Wagner so as to be
playable and conceivable enough,  like
any other puzzling wonder mwihen it is
explained by the right interpreter.

It was in this piece that an absent-

minded conductor in New York, while
giving the <work with his orchestra
what time a violent thunderstorm. was
raging outside, did not observe that he
had come to the end of the score, and
so kept on batoning as vigorously as
ever, while the orchestra gazed at him
in | wonderment. It was only
when first violin interjected: “You vas
conduct ter thunderstorm, don’d it?”
that he wrealized 'that he had changed
from ‘Wagner to a still greater com-
poser’s works.
“Last night's “Walkurenritt” was
somewhat like that. As an encore Mr.
Bauer played with supreme grace a
valse et-?de’bry Saint-Saens, which quite
enraptured an already captivated audi-
ence.

No one can doubt that when Mr.
Bauer returns to Victoria it will be as
one of the immortals, He will not have
to play to ome on that oc
casion.

VICTORIA WEATHER SYNOPSIS,
Victoria Meteorological Office, March 16th
to

Unsettled weather -conditions have pre-
vailed throughout the entire weeK. On
Wednesday the 16th the pressure was mod-
erately high over the province and the
Pacific States, but it speedily gaye way
and the indications appeared of am ocean
storm area approaching Vancouver Island.
This developed on the 17th, causing strong
gales on the outside coast. A rise of the
barometer on the <Californian coast pre-
vented the movement southward of the
disturbance and on the’ 18th the storm
and forced its way inland with a -trough
of low pressure extending from Wyoming
to British Columbia., On Saturday the 19th
a fresh disturbance appeared on the Wash-
ington coast, which quickly aseumed

marked energy, the barometer falling to

2917 inches at Victoria, and to 28.96 In-
ches at the mouth of the Columbia river,
iCautlonary. storm signals were displayed
here and were ordered to be displayed at
‘Vancouver and Nanaimo, but although
strong winds prevalled on the Straits the
welght of the storm was confined to theé
outside waters. Heavy wind velocities oec-
curred at Tatoosh and at Northhead on
the Columbia, By Monday the storm cen-
tre had moved mortheastward to Carfboo,
the barometer falling at Barkerville to
29.30 inches, During the remainder of the
week low barometer areas have hovered
off the coast, causing unsettled and dis-
tutbed weather conditions. Precipitation
has been very general, and In some cases
very heavy, while on the Upper Mainland
a0 unusual amount of snow has fallen,
(Barkerville reporting 11 inches on 4 days,
and Kamloops nearly three imches in 8
days; precipitation has also been heavy
and general in the Pacific States. = The
‘weather has been cold with temperatures
considerably below the normal west of the
Rockies. A thunderstorm occurred at Se-
attle on the 17th. In the Northwest the
snowfall has been greater than usual and
temperatures have ranged from moderate
to very cold at the close of the week.

In the Yukon falr weather has prevailed

and the day temperatures have greatly
moderated.
“At Victoria 19 hours of bright sunshine
were registered; the highest temperature
was 472 on 19th; and the lowest 830 on
22nd. 'Precipitation 0.97 inch.

THE PASSING OF
SIR EDWIN ARNOLD

Author of “The Light of Asia,”
Died iIn City of London
Yesterday.

London, March 24.—Sir Edwin Arn-
old, the author, died in London ¢his
morning, ¢

Sir  Edwin Arnold, the poet and
journalist, was born on June 10th, 1832.
He studied at King’s school, Rochester,
and at King’s college, London, whence
the was elected to a scholarship at Uni-
versity college, Oxford, where, in 1852,
he gained the Newdigate prize for Eng-
lish poetry for his poem on “‘Belshaz-
zar’s Feast,” and in the following year
was chosen to deliver the address to the
Earl of Derby on his installation. as
chancellor of the university. Having
graduated with thigh honor in 1854, he
was for a short time second master in
King Edward the Sixth’s school at
Birmingham, and was then appointed
principal of the government Sanskrit
college at Poonak, in Western India.
‘He held this position until 1860, when
the death of his child and the sick-
ness of his wife induced him to return
to Emngland, where be became one
the editors of the London Daily Tele-
graph. -Besides contributing largely, in
Drose and verse, to literary periodicals,
he has written a treatise on “BEducation
in Imdia,” “The History of Lord Dal-
housie’s ~ Administration in India,”
“Griselda” (a drama), a volume of
moems (narrative and lyrical), “After
Deatl, in Arabia” (1801), “Japonica”
( ,  “Potiphar’s Wife and Other
Poems” (1892), ‘‘Adzuma, or tHe Jap-
anese Wife,” a play (18.()3), “Wander-
ing Waords,” papers which first appear-
ed in the Daily Telegraph and other
papers and magazines (1894); ‘“Ihe
‘Tenth Muse .and Other Poems” (1893).
He has translated “The Futerpe of
Herodotus” from the Greek; and from
the Sanskrit, ‘““The Hitopodesh,” - or
=Book of Good Counsels,” and two
vooks of the “Mahabharata,” -which
‘has been styled ‘““The Tliad of India.”
The works by which he is best known
are the poems, “Indian Song of Songs”
and the “Light of Asia”

he said she would fix me up. She pre-
tended to give me medicine.

It almost finished me, for I wae
unconscious for &ome time, I think
it must have been an overdose, for it
mhade me vomit and I suppose this saved
my life.”

Colonel Cody relates many Instances
of his wife’s having humiliated him at
his “former home” in North Platte by
her .conduct towards his guests. “She
drove my friends away,” he said, “when
they were no longer welcome in the
handsome residence I built and elabo-
rately furnished; it was no longer my
home.”

Mrs. Cody’s counsel enquired into the
character of the guests at whom he ob-
jected and into their conduct while at
her home. The purpose of the enquiry
was to show that the men he brought
there behaved in esuch a manner that
she had a right to object.
