Judge Osler Hands Down an Important
Written Judgment.
. Judge Osler handed down yesterday
mmorning at Osgoode hall a written judg-
ment in the case of the Queen against
Dillon, in which he made an order
on Saturday for the prisoner’s discharge.
The judgment says: **I ~am of
0] lnion] that the oon{i'oﬁon discloses no
og'enoe and that the defendant is entitled
to be discharged. He is charged with
baving become the custodian of money
|t;keg by two persons upon a bet between
themselves on the result of a boat race.
The act of 40 Vic., chap. 31, ‘An act
for the suppression of betting and
l-selling’ forbids under a ver
eavy penalty, the keeping (1) of premi-
ses, and (2) of any device or apparatus
for the purpose of recording or registering
any bet or wager, or selling any pool; (3)
becoming the custodian of money staked or
recording in any bet or wager, or selling
any pool upon the result of any raee, etc.
Betting is not forbidden by the act. Ite
whole scope and object is to restrain the
abuse of betting which exists where betting-
shops or places for regstering bets or sell-
ing pools are kept, on which money may
be staked in advance or otherwise by all
comers, or other forms of gambling upon
the result of a race facilitated. Then
comes the proviso in sec. 3, which enacts
that the act *‘shall not extend” inter alia
to begs between individuals. But as the
act has not forbidden such bets the only
meaning this can have is that, so far
as & is concerned, neither the
prohibitions nor the sanction of sec.
2 apply to it. I cannot agree that
the proviso relates only to the individuals
whbqnt, while it fastens the penalties upon
the holder of their stakes. It is the bet
which is excluded from the operation of
the act, and as the act has not iorbidden a
bet, there can be nothing where a bet be-
tween individuals is accompanied by a de-
posit, to which that part of the proviso
could have any application, unless every-
thing relating to such a bet, including the
stakeholder where there is one, is beyond
the scope of the act. The fact that sec. 2
also expressly enacts that the act shall not;
extend ‘to any person’ by reason of his
being.custodian of money staked to be paid
to the winner of alawful race cannot, as it
geems to me, limit the construction which
the ?;*uent rt of the seetion, for the
reaso ave already given, requires. In
short, I read the section as a declaration
that the act does not apply to stakeholders
in any of the three cases mentioned in it,
none of which are in the meaning of the
act.”

Suit Against a Vessel Owner.
The first case called at the maratime
court, Judge Boyd presiding, yesterday
was Chisholm v. Bible. Geo. Bible is the

owner of the schooner North Star, and
Mrs, Chisholm is the widow and adminis-
tratrix of the late Captain G. B. Chisholm.
In 1883 Captain Chisholm was engaged as
master of the North Star, and at the end
of the season, as he had not received
enough money from the owner to pay the
hands off, hs borrowed sufficient from his
wife to meet the demand. He remained
on the vessel until Feb, 22, when he died
without receiving any money, and his
widow now sues for $691 wages and dis-
bursements., The defendant admits the
claim for disbursements, but only agrees
to two months wages instead of five and
a half months as claimed. His honor re-
served judgment.
