From the liquid I obtained a substance
which from its behaviour to chemical and
physiological tests, I belleve to be hyoscya-
mine, an alkaloid ggntdned in henbane, a
drug which will pr8duce in poisonous doses
symptoms exactly similar to those described
by Tzou as observed in your patients.

o leaves were tea leaves. I found no
leaves of any other plant among them and
I was unable to detect the presence ol_ any
substance like that found in the liquid.
then made a strong infusion of the leaves
and Dr. Chambers and myself drank of it
with no ill effects. I am therefore satisfied
that the tea leaves contained nothing injur-
ious or capable of causing such symptoms as
you deseribed.
