If be he watered 
four times a day he will nevsr take too 
much to be good for him. A horse, 
it must be remembered, is fed on dry 
food, which, especially if the animal is 
hard worked, is likely to produce a 
a feverishness which water allays.

Soils for Ffulte.

The best soil for the production of 
the apple, says Our Country Home,’ is 
a deep, rich, moist loam with a sandy 
subsoil, although it succeeds moder 
ately well upon any soil not too dry.

The pear delights in a deep, rich, 
warm loam, with a clay subsoil.

The plum requires a deep, moist 
soil, but there must be- no stagnant 
water in it. *

The cherry grows best in a neb, 
warm, sandy loam. If a mulch of 
leaves, straw, or brush is put around 
them, they will be very much benefit­
ed by it.

The quince should be planted in a 
very moist clayey soil, bu . one free 
from stagnant water.

The peach produces fruit of a much 
finer quality when planted upon light, 
high land, with a southern exposure. 
It is also much more hardy and longer 
lived than upon a stronger soil and a 
more northern exposure.

The grape delights in a high, light 
rich, stony soil, and produces its 
sweetest fruits in the driest parts. On 
very dry soils a mulch of old bay, 
leaves, brush, etc., during the months 
of July and August will be found very 
beneficial, but should be removed in 
September to allow the vines .to more 
fully mature wood and roots before 
very severe weather.

Currants and gooseberries succeed 
best in the soil devised for t le quince.

Raspberries and blackberries are 
more hardy if planted on light, sandy 
loam, but if large berries are desired a 
mulch must be used in July. On more 
moist land mulching is net ijceded, 
but tbe canes are more liable to be win 
ter'killed.

The different varieties of strawber 
ries succeeded upon a grea; variety of 
soils. On moist land the berries are 
generally larger, fewer in number, and 
of inferior quality while on light land 
more and sweeter berries a e produced 
but they will be smaller. To over­
come the last difficulty he ivy mulch­
ing or thorough irrigation raust be re 
sorted to.

1. 14 lb. bread or 1 lb. biscuit, 1 lb. 
meat 1 lb. potatoes, 1 oz. pot barley, 
and one-tbird of an oz. of coffee, 2 oz, 
obeese, one quarter of an oz. tea, 2 oz. 
sugar, one half oz. salt, one thirty sixth 
of an ounce of pepper, forage for 
horses, fuel wood, straw for men.

2. Tbe daily ration of meat is to be 
Increased to one pound and a half, for 
such days as tbe men are marching or 
doing bard work.

3. When fresh meat is not available, 
salted or dried meat as can best be 
obtained will be issued instead,.

4. if bread or biscuits is not available 
ap equivalent in weight of wheat flour 
or oat or corn meal may be issued in­
stead of the rations of bread or bis­
cuit. *

5. Rations will be drawn only for tbe 
number of officers and men of each 
corps actually present at the place on 
the day such rations are required.

6. No person will draw rations in 
more than one capacity.
