I (p. 27).—The Récollet missionaries (vol. ii., 7zoZe 41, and vol. iv.),
it will be remembered, were not allowed by Rlcheheu to return to
Canada in 1632; and it was not until 1669 that they obtained permis-
sfon to resume their missionary labors there. In that year, they sent
several priests for this work; but the vessel which carried these
men was shipwrecked, and their project had to be given up. Im
670, however, Talon (vol xlix., noZe 14) took with him to Canada a
party of Récollets, headed by Father Germain Allart. Fronterac's
instructions, signed by the king and Colbert, advise the new govern-
C o te oeotect both the Sulpitians at Montreal, and the Récollets at
 Quctue— " being mecessaty to support these two Ecclesiastical

~ Dodies Iz ¢Zir to coumterbalance the authority the Jesuit fathers
might assume to the prejudice of that of his Majesty ” (. Y. Coloz.
Buacs.,wol Ix, pp. $3, 93). Rochemonteix thinks (fészifes, t. i,
p- §8) that Talon wished to bring the Récollets to Canada to aid him
in opposing Laval and the Jesuits. A memorial to the king, dated
168 (Mergry’s Dérouveries des Francaiés, t. 1., pp. 18—33), claims
that the people of Canada desired and needed the return of the Ré-
collets “° for the freedom of their consciences.” Faillon (Coloz.
Frar., t. Hi., pp. IgS—201) Tegards the king’s action in sending these
priests to Camada as an evidence of his zeal for religion, and his
desire for the spiritual good of the colony. He granted the Récollets
sent thither a pemsion of 1,200 livres a year, and forbade them to
salicit alms.—CE.
