Mouckton, front its cent r
raihway positon, after te conîpeion of te I
tercolonial Railway la not unnikely to ha see
ad as a large depolfoir tae repair and itouait

of engines and other roiling stock. If Ibis shouici1
be so, il will become a place of very considera-1
ble importance. 1

Leaving Monckton the train retraed its
course for about 7 mtiles 10 Pan-sick janction,t
from which place thé line known as the Eastern
extension starts. This latter liue is now in1
course of construction, for a length of about 37
miles, to the River Missisquasb, the boundary
between New Brunswick and Nova Scotia. This
hune was commenced shortly before (Joufedera-
tion was accomtdished by the New Brunswick
Goverument, and after a g.>od deal nf negolia-
tion bas beeu assumed as a part of the Interco-
lonial Railway at a cost 10 îlie Dominion or
$24>000 a mile, compîcte in every respect, but
wifhout rolling stock. It is already open for
traffie to Dorchester about twenty mile.a, and
will be completed to the bonindary hY the end
of the present Year. The Commissioner went
over the hune ast far as Dorchester, sud made a
careful inspection of il. It appears 10 ha a vêrv
substantial, wel -constructed huec-t borougbly
haIlas ted-well fenced-and for RmoothnesR of
riding equal10 Afly twenty miles of railway lu
any part of the Dominion.

The Commissioners and Mr. Fleming stopped
at several of the most important structures, and
after a.carefiil examination of them were uinder-
stood to be well satisfied wilb themn in every
respect. There appéars 10 be no douibt that the
country bas got iri this lina a very good railwaty
at a inoderate cost. A gool deal of controveray
existed at oue lime as 10 the adoption of Ibis
lina as part of the Intarcolonial; but a careful
inspection of the country through which it pass-
es and the suhqtaintiai character of the work,
muaI have removed ail douibtam tb the propriety
of the course whic bhas been adopted.

The lina runs tbrongh the vaiiey of the blem-
ramcook, a most heantifiil and thor@nghly well
cuitivated tract of conntry.

Along the wbole line the country is in a ypry
bigb state of euitivation, the farmers ail being in
a prosperons condition. The crops are excel1-
lent, cspecially boy, wbich is a mot - blindant

The Commî--sioners drove &lon g thte work
and visitcd thea several points at whiicit work ia
going on.
