INDIANA YEARLY MEETING.

Notes of Indiana Yearly Meeting
held at  Waynesville, Ohio, gth mo.
3oth, to 10th mo. 4th, 1888.

On First-day morning the house was
vearly filled by an attentive audience,
to which the gospel was preached with
life. We were reminded that “The
teligion of Jesus Christ is notable for
its lack of scientific logic ; it is based
onafew great self-evident truths. Of
these the most important are: The
existence of one Supreme, Divine Be-

ing. and, that He reveals His law in the
soul of man. His religion is the only
true religion, and it does not consist
of the doctrines and dogmas of men.”

“Tt is not alone in going to places
of worship that we are blessed, but in
gathering inward into the quiet, and
listening to God, who is the teacher of
His people Himself. Yet we should
not neglect assembling ourselves to-
gether; and if we come earnestly seek-
ing for AHim, we will not go away
empty.

Do not look to the outward for the
spoken word, but turn inward, striving
to be faithful to what He requires of
us.”

“Tt matters not to what sect .we be-
long, if our feet are not pianted on this
Rock (Christ), we cannot stand ; out-
side this there is no other security
for there is no othe safe founda-
tion. Christ said, ‘1 am the door.’
