CenB&T POR GLass, PorcELAIN, k1e —Take soft cheesey grind, and wash
it in hot water; then, when it is freo from all soft matter and rothing
remains but pure casoine, presg it in a fine cloth so astosqueczaout all theliguid.
There remains a white matter which is to be dried, reduced to powder, and
-preserved in a wide moutked boltle or well filting box. To make use of it,
it must bo ground up with a swall quantity of water which rukesa very
adhesive and desirable paste. It must bo used immediately aud in the cold.
This caseine may also bo obtained from buttermilk by piecipitating with
acetic acid, using as little as possible.  The precipitate is repeatedly stitred
up in hot water, and thus washed by decantation till all the fatty matter ia
removed. It may then be dried and prossed as beforo.  Ammonia, borax in
solution, or limo water may bo used in placo of the sunple water tn which
the powder is ground up, with improved results,
