Uanadian Trade Returﬁs.

Tho trade and navigation returns for the
fisenl year ending Juno 80, 1893, have boon
printed by order of parliament. Tho aggre-

to trade for the year on the basis of goods
%:r consumnption amounted to $218,891,000 as
compared with $280,618,000 in 1894, a do-
orease of nearly $12,000,000. Total trade of
all kinds amounted to $224,420,000, against
$241,000,000 in 1894, a decrease of over $16,-
000,000, Compared with 1898 the deocrease
was $28,000,000. The exports and total im-
ports compared with the two provious years
were as follows:

The fact that our aggregate trade with the
United States increased by $7,000,000 in the
faco of a decline with nearly all other count-
ries can bo attributed to the operation of the
reduced tariff under the Wilson bill.
wo bought o million ard a half more
from thom in 189%. The average 1ty
collested on  British goods 1mpe. ed
amounted. to over 22 por cent,, whilo
tho average duty collocted on United States
goods was only 12§ por cont. British importa-

tions to the value of $31,181,000 paid §7,006,-
000 in customs duty. United States
imported to the valug of 854,684,000 paid

$6,897,000 in customs duty. Ti:e revision of
the Canadian tariff in 1894 has resulted in an

enormousincreasoof thediicrimination against
British produots. The average duty on all
imports, both dutiable and freo, was 16.1, and
consogently British govds were mads to pay
6 por cent. more than the average.and United
S:ates goods 4 por cont. less thau the average.
The average duty collested on dutiable im-
ports was 804 por cent. The averagoe in 1894
was 80.8, or three-tenths of 1 por cent. lgss.

Statistios of Railways.

The annual report of the Interstate Com-
merco Commission includes statistics of rail-
ways in the United States for the year ending
Juno 80, 1884, On that datethere were 178,-
708 miles of line, an inoredss during the year
of 2,247 miles. There wero 1,924 seperate
corporations, an increase of 84 over the pre-
vious year. Of these, 915 maintained oper-
ating accounts, 8U5> were subsidiary compan-
ies, 98 were privato roads, and 76 were not
operated during the year, 'The number of
roads having an operated mil of 1,000
miles cr over was 44, and these roads oporated
56.80 per cent of the total railways. The
capitalization of roads filing reports was $10,-
796,478,810, or 862,961 per mile,

'T'he number of passengers carried was 540,-
668,199, and the number of tons of freight
moved was 088,186,553 ; both of these items
show a decreaso as compared with the pre-
vious year. Gross earnings were $1,078,861,-
797, & docrease of 12,07 per cent. Operating
expenses were 8781,414,822, a decrease of
11.66 per cent, Not earnings were 841,947,-
475, a decrease of $50,883,100 from the pre-
vious year. Incomwo from other sources was
$142,816,805, which added to net earnings,
mude the amount available for fixed charges
add dividerds, $484,764,280. Fxed cha
were 3429,008,810, dividends, 893,515,226, and
other payments §6,092,038 ; leaving a deficit
from tho operations of the year of $45,851,294
as compared with a surplus of 88,117,745 n
tho previous year. )

The number of employees was 779,608, a
decrease of 93,994, The number of employes
killed was 1,823, and the number injured
23,422, a marked decrease in casualty as com-
pared with provious years. The number of
passengers killed was 824, anincreass of 25,
a?ggt_he number injured was 8,034, a decreass
of 195.

A preliminary income account for the year
ending June 80, 1895, including thereturns
from 650 roads, and covering the operations
of 164,529 miles of line, is also included in
the report. Thegross earnings of theso roads
for this period wers $1,003,022,828, ur 86,036
per-mile, a dearease.of 818 permils, operating
expenses were $677,667,685, or $1,119 per
mile, a decrease of $44 per mile, and net earn-
ings were £825,855,218 as compared with net
earnings of §320,187,670 for the same roadsin
the previous year, an increass of $31 per
mile. Passenger receipts fell off $177 per
mile, while freight receipts show a gain of
$149 per mile, Total net earnings and in-
come, including income from other sources,
were 358,412,461, Fixed charges and other
deductions wers $886.851,946 and dividends
were $58,185,545, leaving a defieit from the
operations of the year of 881,075,080, The
amount of dividends paid by the same roads
in tho previous year was 861,501,785, Re-
missness op the part of tho railways in filing
their reports continues to causeserious delay
in the compilation of those statistics.
