Tus Exopus.—The Western Star mives a melan-
choly sketch of the sufferings of the poor for the last
two months, owing to the want of employment con-
sequent upon the impossibility of proceeding with out-
door labor during the late severe weather. Great
numbers were compelied to resort to the workhouses,
and more who have been fortunate enough to receive
remittances from their friends and relations in America
are tzking the necessary step 1o join the donors across
the Atlantic :—¢ We have reason to know (coutinues
the Slar) that several of our poor people, who had
intended to remain in the comntry for some time longer,
in the hope of realising a small sum by their own labor,
and thereby be enabled to make their voyage in mare
comfortable trim, on finding no chance of employment,
thought better of atonce taking their departare, fearing
that if they remained for even a short time longer the
money sent by their friends in America would be ex~
pended in trying to keep body and soul together, and
thus, perhaps their chance of being able to emigrate,
would have been gone forever. Owing to this state of
circumstances, we have had no cessation to the ¢ Iix-
odus,” notwithstanding the inclemency of the weather,
which, leretofore gave some panse 1o the entward
movement, but which in the present instance, as we
llave shown, has rather tended to inerease it. That
the emigration is becoming serions—alarmingly so—
we believe is now pretty generally admitted, and
some are beginning lo ask if no means can be taken
10 keep the people at home. For our own part, we
now despair of seeing a stop to the drain of our popu-
lation except that which may proceed from sheer ex-
haustion ; in other words, the emigration will cease
only when the population is drained out; for it must
be borne in mind that there is scarcely an instance of
a family, or members of 2 family locating iu the Re-
public, which does not send the means for an equal
uamber of those left behind to join them before the
lapse of many mouths. So that when you now talk
to an Irish peasant of remaining at home, he at once
tells you that his house is across the Atlamtic; that
he was long enongh homeless in the land of liis birth;
and that he intends 1o lose no time in joining ¢his peo-
ple across the water;® for it is another ¢sign of the
times? in which we live that the Irish peasant does
not at present Jook upon u voyage across the Atlantic
with half the dread his father felt at crossing St
George’s Channel, when be was wont to proceed to
Rugland at harvest time to earn as much money as
paid for their hovel and conacte—in those days when
the Irish peasantry were, in the language at the De-
von Commissinn, “the worst fed, worst housed, worst
clothed’ population onthe fuce of the civilized woild.*?
Turning to the southern counties, the IWaterford Chron-
irle thus reports progress :—¢ We bave every prospect
of thie present emigration being very much augmented
during the present year. Nothing that can be said or
doue will avert this; so that the best thing we can do
is rather to endeavor to divert that emigration to what
nay be the best course in which to direct it. The
accounts we are daily receiving frem Australia of
course has a teadeney to turn attention almost exclu-
sively to thal gnaiter, the prosperity of the colony be-
ing now placed on so permanent a basis that itis no
longer a matter of speculation as to the chance of a
man succeeding there. Our Quay was literally alive
yesterday with passengers to Liverpool en roule
America. No fewer than 380 or 400 of our country
people crowded the deck of the Mars stearner, quitting
for ever thatseil whieh, under wholesome zovernment,
is fully equal to the requirements of thrice its present
population.  We cannot buat deplore that so many nre
going from our shores; but the hope we bave is, that
a check will speedily take place.  Men will be sought
alter, and not, as they are now, seeking employment,
or competing for Jand.”

Government has ordered a thorough investigation
inla the lass of ihe Queen Vietoria steamer. Captain
Walker, R. N., has been sent to Dublin by the Board
of Trade 1o hold the inquiry.

The inquest was vesumed on Monday ; when the
assistant-keeper of the Bailey Lighthouse was exa-
mined. It did not appear that the lights had burned
low, or that the glasses had been obscured by snow ;
but the wilness admitted that the rule that the lights
should not be left nntended had been neglected, he
having gone to bed before the head-keeper 100k charge
of the lamps.  Frosty weather, by congealing the oil,
would dimiaish the brilliancy of the flame. On Tues-
day, Gregory, the principal light-keeper, was exa-
mined. He deposed that when he was aroused by the
screams from the wreck, he found that the lights were
burning well, and the windows were not obscured by
fullen snow. Thomas Davis, {irst mate of the vessel,
stated that he appointed a man to keep a look-ont at
the bow of the ship. Witness himseif discovered the
land while he was walking on the bridze. Ie ordered
the engines to be reversed, but there was not time to
preveut the vessel’s stiiking the rock. Aftershestrnck
Davis ordered the engineer 1o go on ahead, in order to
discover what damage had been done before backing
into deep water. Repeatedly the third mate reported
that little water was coming in; (hen the master had
the engines reversed, with the intention of rounding
a peak and beaching the steamer on the sands, ¢ and
thus save both life and propeity.” The ship was
backed off the vock, and steered towards the beach ;
but she sank before she could be got ashore. Attempts
were made to lower two boatsy bath of which failed
by the crowding of the exeited people, whao let go the
siern-tackles improperly, and the boats were swamped.
Davis went down witl the ship; but soon e got above
water, and tried to save the master and the steward-
ess 3 then he lost recollection, till he waus picked up
by the boat of the Roscommon.  In cross-examination
Davis said he had done all he conld.  The jury
returned the following verdict:—*We find that
John Reardon, jun., came by his death by drown-
ing, he being at the time a passenger on board the
Queen Vicloria -steamer bound from Liverpool to
Dublit, which said steamship was wrecked on the
morning of the 15th February, 1853, off Howih, and
that lis death was oceasioned by the culpable neglect
of Captain Church and Thomas Davis in not slack-
emng speed in a snow storm which obseured all
lichts, and they knowing they were approaching
land.** The Coroner said that, under that finding, it
would be his duty to commit Davis for trial at com-
misxion upon a charge of manslaughter.—Mr. Curran
