Porter deposed tbat the outs in the
clotbes and the wounds on the bodfes of
Cavendish and Burke were iuflicted with in-
stryments slmilar to those prodac:d. lMe
sald the wound that trausfixed Sarke’s henrt
ennbled him tp jadge the length of the
wedpon used, which mast have been nine or
tsn' inches. He ndded that some of the
woinds might have besn made with weapcns
diff ;rent from the koives produced.

The evidence of Dr. Porter was followed
with extraordinary interest, the prlsoners
leaning over the dock, spparently drinkiog
in svery word. .

Di. Myles depnsed that some of the wounds
on the bodles oi Cavendish and Barke cor-
racionded exactly with the knlves pr. duced.

A witnees vemed Hauds identlfied O'Belen
#d upe of the four men eeen lylng near the
£cone of the marder, ard Brady us baing close
by shorily before 1t was perpetrated. A
fernale witnees confirmed the above. Hands
also fdontified Brady as the driver of the car
or which the assassing rode. Upon bila
identitylng O'Bricn the latter attempted to
smlife, but broke Into a profuge percpiration.

The Maglstrates ruled that the identifics-
tion of Peter Carey by FYitzsimmons wns
complete,

Afier another witness had Identified Brady
and McOafirey as belog at the scene immedi-
ately belore tho murder.

TCho Qovernment #ssm to the
people to te able toeaslly convict thoae
direcily ncounsed, and to foraver overwhelm

Itia mot belfeved
that apy poeitive avidence can ever bnu
obtulped by the Government that any
of the priconers bind these 1dentical knives ia
thelr yosseestoa at jhe time of the murders

or then used them. But to meske the oir-

cumstantisl evidence on this point as strong
as posslble the Guvernment bas gone to grent
pains to have the blood of the murdered gon-
tlemen osretully exzmined by microccopists
and to have the blood upon the kuiees also
examined by the eame solentlsta. It s un-
deritoad that the result of the examinatiovns
witl be produced in court to show that the
blood upou at least ome of the knives is
identical with that of one of the victims of
iho asemesipations, Lovd X, OCavendlah.
It wiil be remembered that when the
bady ot Lord . Uavendieh was found in the
Park, 1t was 6til] warm. The satuiated cloth-
ing was cnrefally preserved snd the dsposlts
ot blood upon it arealleged to be identical in
composition with thoge remaining upon ane
of the kunlves when found. This knifa 1o
‘much: stsined and hes besn carefally guarded.
The other kuifs i not much atained and has
not afforded the mlcrozoopiats much matarial
for evidence. Bome medical authorities bave
urged tho Government to place great etresg
upon ths evidenco of these mioroscopists,

whila others are trylng to dinsuade
the Government from attempilog to

make any use of it at all, It canoot be
demonstrated that the blood of one man dif-
fers feom that of another safficlently to be
{deatified by aeny cuch means as thoee pro-
posed, " Should the mioroscopists be sworn
n8 witueares the pri;eners will be able to fs-
cure etrong advocates to defend them and the
trial will bo prolonged ; otherwiss the case
will be goon ended. Two well known law-
yerg are 6ald to, bava refuced interviews with

f:iends of the accused becanss of the hnriible-

nature of the oharges, who, 1t Is said, w.II de-
feud shem if the Goveroment proposer to in-
trodace eolentific evidence, because they say
that would convlnoo them that the prisaners
shonld be defonded agalnst what might well
be a made up case.

When the Court opened, James Carey, Wm.
Mullett, Peter Porry and -Patri:k Whelsn
wers placed at the bar, charged whh the
Ptanix Park murders. The prisoncrs ap-
peared to treat the procesdinga as s huge
oke, and kept turning to eact other laugh-
vg apd making slgns. Witnesses proved
that James Carey personally hired & large
room in which milltary driilings went on
day and night, John Clinton te:tifisd be
koew that the room was let to Carey, and
that to hls kuowludze over sixly wmen attond.
ed dally. Witnees gaw James Oarey aud Joo
Biady constzutly at the room "looking ov.r
thirgs " Therp was always n man outshle
the door acting a8 n sentlmel. Admisslon to
the room wae clo:ely watched, and no one was
allowed to pass in without giving the sign.
Willlam Winters also testified to letting
rooms for secrat meetlngs to Andrew Callen
und Patrick Whelan. At these rooms the
committee of 1the Lesgue nsed t2 hold counctii..
He knew nothiog of any drillsa belog held
thero,

luepector Marshill deposad that on search-
ipg Wkelaw's house on Brabsgln sireet large
quantities of new arms, powder, bullet?, band
prenades and oxplosives of every description
were found and sefzea. Ho also dlacovared
a quantity of dynamite in kega, Thero was
alzo found a number of books with entries
recording the despatch of arma to varlous
Fonian centres, nlgo the appolntment of aa
envoy to James Stepbenre, and the trossurer
ol the Irisk Repabiican Brotherhaod.

A MURDERER'S ERCAPE
AND IS RECAPTURE?!
Albert Emith, tho Negrs Murderer,
f'scap-8s from tho bt. Vincoot ag

Pgul Penitentiary, but is R:cap-
turad—A Desperato Siruggle.

Tue muarder of Mr, lHayes by the negio,
Alpert Smith, about a twelvo month ago, 15
of conrae, freeh fn the minds of our readess..
3mitb, it wlll bto remembered, was found
goilty of murder with a rocommendation to
mercy, and was geptenced to twenty years fn
the St. Vincent de Paul Penitontiary. Thla
morning between fouc and five o'clook tha
desperado managed to escape from the bufld-
ing, bat was recaptured about three hours
after near the Milo End by Deputy Warden
Oualmet, who In making the capture was
fariously set npon by the negro, who rushed
at Mr. Oaimet with &n open razor, The offi-
cer, however, sucoseded in wresatlng it frote
him, but not befors he was seversly cus fo
the hand by the desperado. It fa probabla
tbat Mr. Onimet woald have been more serl-
ously wourded had 1t not boen for the timely
asslstance ot Mr. Joseph U'Brien, the wood
aud coal merchant of Honaventare street, whor
wan pnasing ot the time, nud seving the en-
oaunter conragooucly wont to Mr. Oulmst
tetcus, and with the combined ¢florts
of the two the muorderer wus hand-
cufled nud conveyed to the Contral Siation,
Ag oo explanation as to how the couvict came
to have o rasor in hin Lossession, 1t should be-
etated thnt s{oce his incarcoration in the per-
ttentinry he bas buen aoting as one of the
barbers of tbe fustitution. Iis conductupto
tha timoe cf his attempted eccaps had been
rather exmplary thau otberwioe, but from the
fact tbat ho wae dressed in the prison garbat
the time of his recapture, it is surmised that
hia departare most bove been a hurrled vng;
aud uot promeditated. BSmith wll be tried
to-morrow for escapiog from the penitentiary
when 1t Is probable he will have an additional
year or two tucked on to hkis previoussen~
tence.

The Deputy Warden atates that when be
came up with the primwasr on the road he
urdered the curter to stap und iromoadlately”
raohed at the prlsvoer who had $he rasog
open fa his haud at ths time, sud made
gevera! fnefiootmal attempts to cot hls (the
Deputy Wardon's) throut.

Being neked by the reportor as to kow he was
treated inthe Penitentiary, he repliod that he
never bud better treatment {n his Hie, nor was-
better fed, bt that his role object was his-
deslre to escape, ag liberty was sweet.
