The
Lord Lientenant is a Protestaat, 80 are the
Cilef Bacrstary, Under Secratary, Attorney-
Graneral, Lord Coaacellor, Lord Chief Justice
and four out of every five jadges; so alan are
the heads of police, boards of works, poor
lsw adminfstration and natlonal sohools;
also nine out of every fen Lord Lieutenanta
and Deputy Lisutenants of counties. The
magistrates(stipendiary) of Ireland are almost
exolagsively reciulted from the antl-Izjsh or
West Britleh esction of the people. There
are not halfa dozan Catbolics among the
whole geventy-five. In addition to thls
gllght upon the religlon of the country, these
salaried officlals of justice are taken from the
ranks of those olagses and from those callings
in which they are moab Ilkely to imbibe the
strongest prejudice agalnat both the soolal
feelings, reiigious conviotions and national
agpirations of the country. Ex.land agents,
promoted oconstabulary officers, retired
naval and wmilitary men, or legal
dependents upon Dablin Oasstle, ars
the etamp of men from whom the paid
maglstracy of Ireland is selected by that
policy which has falled to win our people to
& respect for the law whioh is adminlatered
by those whko are most obnoxlous to them.,
The justices of the peace, or honorary mag-
iatrates of Ireland, number over 3,700, about
98 per cent being landlor:s and Iand agents,
Thereliglous population of the country shows
the Roman Oatholics to mumber about 4,000,-
000, while all the other denominations com-
bined, whioh claes themeelves as Protestant,
amount but to 1,000,000; yet the proportion
of Oatholic to Protestant justices of the psace
18 one of the former to over 35,000, and one of
the latter to every 290 of thelr reapootive co-
roliglonists. The falth whichk clalms npwards
of 80 per cent of the population as belonging
to Its Churoh receives rsoogunltion, In the
honorary magistracy from the Govemn-
ment, at the extent of about 4 per ocent;

IN NEW HAMPSHIRE.

Laoonia, N.H., Nov, 26.—Thos. Samon,
an Englishman, aged 36, feft hia houss on
Baturday wheeling a trunk which he took
to the houde of an acqualntance, James
Ruddy. He stopped there for the night,
taking his trunk upatalrs. Shortly ofter
four th's morning tke neighbors were
awakened by o woman’s screams procred-
ipg from Rundd: 't houss. They found
Mrs. Roddy Iviog on ths ground under
the front window through which she had
made & dernsrate leap., She was blesdinz
profusely und was unable to rlss. On onter-
ing the houae the flimes burst out fiom the
doore and windows, but were soon extingulsh-
nd. The officors found Iyleg wupon the
kitohen flsor the body of Ruddy and his In-
{ant ohild, t1th cut in a horrible maneer, and
covered wii* the contents of a festher bed,
which hed b. n saturated with kerosene and
set on fire. Eh bodles were diefigured by
the flames past recognition. In the bedroom
way found the trunk msntiened and the life-
fess body of Mrs. Ford, which was identified
by her husband, One of :

and the detached member and the remaining
leg were bound to the womsn’s body witk a
olothes.line. The bedclothes had been satn-
rated with oil, piled on the body, and an at-
tempt made to set them on fire, whioh falled.
Mrs. RBuddy, on belng questioned, sald the
orimo was commliited by Bamon with a
hatchst, © We all went to bed about nine
O'clock. At 11 Samon came into the front
room, looked oat of the window, saylng he
was nervous and could not sleep. [ got ap
ant made him a cup of tea, and went back
tobed, At 4 o'clook Hamon came Into the
front room sgein and acted queerly, He went
back Into the kitoken, My husband ard I
then, got up, and ho also went into ths
kitchen. I gcon heard a fall, and golng out
found my husband hanging over the chalr
with his arme down. Samon etruck me with
» hatohet on the head. I grabbad bis arm,
but he then struck me and threw ms to the
floox. He went into the front room and
kilied the baby, who was crylng. While he
wad there I tried to unlock the kitchen door,
but he returned again and strmok me on the
hesd, knocking me down. I laid perfeotly
qulet. He went baok into the frontroom, got
buby, then came back and poured feathers and
straw over us and went out. I got up and
trled to open the front window, but could not.
1 then broke s pane of gisss and jamped
through,

ted wag found In the river. Bamon was ar-
zested this afternoon on the road bstween
Lsoonia and Plymouth and did not resist ar-
rest. 'Thers belog a susplolon against Ford,
the husband of the murdersd womap, he also
was atrested. Several suspiclous ciroum-
stances tend fo show his gullt. At Ford’s
and Samon’s there was no evidence of Mrs,
Ford's murder, and it 18 thought her death
was aocldental at Samon's handas ; that wish-
ing to conceal the body he took it down
pisirs In the trunk, themca to Buddy's,
whenoe psrhaps he could carry 1t from the
house during the night, that Ruddy refused
to nasist Lim when the st:uggle ensued. The
pupposition is Mrs, Ford died from atrangul-
ation or drugging, ss she frequently in-
duiged In etrong drinking. Great excite-
ment prevalls and fears are entertained that
a vigliance committee will be organissd and
the prisoner be lynched. Samon is in gsol
at Plymouth. Me denies all knowledge of
the affalr, and says hls arrest was a perfect
surprise. Samon has never been regardad as
vicious, even when Intoxloated.

Maxomar 70 Eavrriax Hrrons,—There
will shortly be placed in Bt. Giles’ Oathedral
s brass tables, six feet high by four feet wide,
a8 & memorial to the officers and men of the
42nd Highlanders who fell during the revent
campaln In Egypt. The base of tho me-
morial ghows a design reprosenting the turi
mound of asgrave, an officer and a private,
both in Highland uniform, standing at the
head and foot of the grave mound. In the
distoncs the FPyramids are seen, with
polme relleving the prospect; and the
borders are jormed by two large DAlms,
whose brauches aweep upwards and
outwaxds, and form an archway over the
general design. The tablet, besidea having
engraven upon it the namea of the gallant
officers and privates who fell in aotion or
died from wounds or other caused in Hgypt,
bears the following Insoription :—t ‘I'hls tab-

A BLOODY AFFRAY.
BIOT OVER DISPUTND OLAIN TO PROPERTY IN
PANNSYLVANIA,

Pirrssvaq, Nov. 26.—A bloody riot has
ocourred at the Natural Gas Wel), Murrays.
ville, Westmoreland Counnty. Ths buming
well is clalmed by the Pennsylvania Fuel
Company, aleo by Mliton Weston, a Chicago
oapitalist, the ¥ael Company belng in pos-
gegglon. This afternoon & gang ot thirty la-
borere, in the employ of Weston, appesred,
armed with guos and olubs, to take poasee-
slon. To reach the well they wounld be
obliged to remove a lsrge pile of lumber,
The ¥usl Company’s laborors wors nonrmed.
A. V. Haymaker, & member of the Fuel
Oompany, ordered all the men to slt down on
the iumber plle. The Weston forces moved
forward, and ordered the lsborers off. The
laiter tefused t0 gO, and ajter threatening
demonstrations the attacking party ralsed
thelr guus and fired, The assault was unex-
pected, and the result frightful, When the
smoka clearsd away A, V. Haymaker and four
‘others were fouud lylng on theground. Hay-
maker was dead, and othere of his parly se-
tiowsly and probably fatally Injured. Bosnes
'of the greatost oonfaslon ensued ; workmen
of both parties engaged ina pitohed battle,
sud many were seriously injured, Weston's
force belng armed finally put the Fasl Com.
pany's foroos to flight, and at Iast scconnts
were in - posscssion. 'The Bherif has bsen
