.%o provide for the women and children, by
“pilleting them up and down upon such farm-
housesand cabins as had hitherto the good for-
sane to escape the raveges of the yeomanry
o their destruction by the royalist troops.
These not only threw open their doors freely
{o the friends of the insurgents, but took care
slong the line of march to supply the latter,
a8 plentifully as their poor means would ad-
mit, with griddlebread, eggs, milk, butter,

tatoss, &e. ; while theinsurgents, moreover,

rovisioned their camp by lcvying contribu-
tions of cattle from the pastures of the enemy
lying on their route. Thus dizburdend of
s weighty encumbrance—save few oxcep-
tions, in the person of Moll Doyle, now &
recklese virage, Kitty Burke and others of
the same pugnacious sta.mp—.Doer, Mooney’s:

CARDINAL McCABE AND THE

To the Bilitor of the New York Herald @

I gather from your editorial on Archibishop
McCabe that you think his death will be the
signal for an outburst of vielence in Ireland.
America is said to bea free country, and I
ask what is to be thought of a natienal re-
straint of opivion ctfected merely by the op-
position of a single ccclesiastic ? Individual
ecelesiastics of Irish birth or ather nation-
alities are not personally infallible either fn
their religious or politiedl teaching, and in
Ircland at least religion and politics are con-
vertible terme.

I will not enter on the subject further at
present except to call athention to the fact
that the places in Ireland wherd the strong
hand of ecclesiastical —ghall I say oppoesition
or despotism ?—has crushed down a legiti-
mote expression of opinion on the part of the
priests and peoplewhave been precisely the
districts in which violence has heen most
active. Dublin was the scene of the Phrenix
Park murders: and we need only name
Maamtrasna aod Kerry.

1t is guite trmo that the late Cardinal occu-
pied himself canselessly in denouncing the
Land League, both in public and private, and
that several other Irish bishops havefollowed
his example, but the overwhelming majority
of the Irish bishops bhave acted very different-
iy, and consequently pence and comparative
freedom from outrage have marked their dis-
tricts, The Ixish are a justice-loving people,
and it is scarcely the way to win ot keep
their affections when they find that the oc-
casional violence of the victims of long cen-
turies of oppression ia denounced in scathing
terms, while ot & word is said to denounce
the outrages of landlords whoae vietims may
be counted not by units but by thousanda,

poor and of the people, and those who try to
use its authority for the services of the rich
aré not the best friends either of the Church
or of the Church’s Master.
