of his authority and disohedience to his orders, per-
Raps even plotting rebellion against him,

We too are called wpon to “remember our fzuls
this day” A greater than the king of Egypt, the
¢« Kingof Kings,” ¢ Las crowned us with loying kind
‘ness and with tender mercies,” “though we have rebel-
Jed against him.” He has done what ne earthly king
ever did, he Las, even while we were in this state of
rebellion, given his only begotten Son to die for us.

" And what have been our reiurns? We *have des-
pized all his counsels, und would none of Lis veproofs.”
