4. For the purposes of paragraph 3, a comperison of
the rates of a benefit determined in eccordance with

paragraphs 1 and 2 shall be made as at:

(a) the date of the first pension pay-day occurring

after the date on which the claim for the benefit

wee lodged; and

(b) eech annivereary of thet pension pay-day for so

long as the person concerned is entitled to the

benefit, using, in thet comparison, the number of

months in the period of residence in Australie

accumulated by the person et the date as et which

the comparison is made.

5. For the purposes of paragreph 2, where one or

other, or botb, of a person and hie or ber spouse are

entitled to receive a Canadien benefit, the total of the

Canadien benefits payable to that pereon end bis or ber

spouse shall be apportioned equally between them and

disregarded in the computetion of their respective

incomes, and the amount so apportioned shaîl be deducted

from the amount of Australien benefit that would otherw.ise

be payable to each of them.

6. An Australien benefit thet îs payable only by

virtue of this Agreement to a person who:

(e) was an Australien resident on 8 May 1985; and

(b) commences to receive thet benefit before 1

Jenuary 1996

sbaîl be paid, durIng any absence of that person from

Australie that commences before 1 Januery 1996, et a rate

calculated in accordance with paragraphe 2 and 3.
