(u) to develop, establish and promote international standards with
respect to food, biological, pharmaceutical and similar products;

(v) generally to take all necessary action to attain the objective of the
Organization.

CHAPTER III
MEMBERSHIP AND ASSOCIATE MEMBERSHIP
