
2. Definitious

2.1. For purposes of this Agreemnent:

(a) "Bonneville' shail mean the Administrator of the Bonneville Power

Administration acting on behalf of the U.S. Entity in carlying out the electric

power obligations of the United States Goverment under the Treaty; and

(b) -Canadian Entitlement" shail mean at any time the downstream, power benefits to

which Canada is entitled, at that time as clescribed in Article V(l) and Article VII

of the Treaty and deternnd in accordance with the Treaty; and

(c -Canadian Entity" shail mean, except as otherwise specified i preamabular

paragraph G, British Columbia Hydro and Power Authority or any successor

-designated as Canadian Entity pursuant to the Treaty; and

(d) "deliver" shall mean make available in the case of electrical capacity or deliver in

the case of electrical energy, or both, as the context mal require and derivatives of
