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The Secretury of Stote for External Affcirs announced
today that Canede ill porticipate in a third set of multiloterel
toriff negotictions under the General Agreement on Teriffs cnd
Trade to begin on September 28, 1950. The place cof the negotiaticns
will be decided ecrly next yeczr.

The negotiztions will follow the pattern sct at the trcode
confercnces held ot Geneva in 1947 :rd 2t fmnecy, Fronce, this year.

The 1950 conference will provide on cppertunity fer fur-
ther toriff negotictions with the United Stotes and ccuntries such
cs France, Benelux, Sweden, Itzly ond others which pcrticipoted in
the Geneva ond Annecy confercnces.

In addition negotiations will be conducted with a number
of other countries including %estern Germany, Peru and Turkey vhich
have expressed en interest in participating with a view to becoming
parties to the General Agreement.

Government depertments concerned are now uciiing preporc-
tions for these negotictions. In order to ~id these prepcrctions,
Cansdizn business firms cnd orgenizotions interested in tride with
the porticipating countries cre invited to subnit written represen-
tations,

Representcotions dexling with ferelgn toriffs should be
o~ddressed to the Commercicl Relations cnd Fereign Torifi's Divisiocn
of the Department of Trade nnd Commerce. Represeninticns Zecling
with the Conadian toriff should be addressed to the Internztionsl
Econonic Relcotions Division of the Department of Finince. The
respective divisions cf the two departients will be prepared to
receive supplementory orzl representaticns or explenciicrs of ony
briefs presented. '

Requests for tariff :nd cother concessions imust be exchonged
betvicen the countrics ccncernced by Jonuory 15, 1950. Therefore
representations should be submitted to Ottrwc as scon os nossitle but
in any cese not later then Jenunry 1, 1950, Supplenentory informotion
noy be submitted leter if the nced crises. The preparatery vork
will be focilitoted if briefs cre subnitted in six copies.

The negotictions will be corried on between poirs of
countrics on a product-by-preduct bosis. Eoch country oy request
toriff concessions from each otner country on those products of
which it is or mcy become the principal supnlier to that country.

A1l concessions gr-nted will be extended equelly to «ll the ccuntries
vwhich sign the cgrecient.
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
