It must do
no less in the next 50 years.

May thls University always‘ provide\ that education
descrlbed 1n the words of Rabindranath Tagore, the Indlan poet:

"Where the mind 1s without fear, where the head

1s held high, where knowledge is free, where the
world has not been broken up into fragments by .
narrow domestic walls, where words come out of the
depth of truth, where tireless striving stretches
1ts arm toward perfection, where the clear stream
of reason has not lost its way into the dreary
desert sand of dead hablt, where the mind 1s led
forward in ever-widening thought and action."

: These words exemplify my hopes for the future of the
University of Saskatchewan as it enters on its second half
century, .
