Army for two of the fame d
de Havilland STOL utility aircraft . The procurement was
made by the U .S . Army under the terms of the Canada/U .S .
Defence Production Sharing Agreement . This order pushes
de Havilland sales of Twin Otters over the 800 mark .

The planes will ne based in Anchorage, Alaska for
use by the Alaskan National Guard in support of Guard
operations and Eskimo scout units, as well as for search and
rescue missions . There are more than 80 de Havilland Twin
Otters operating in the milizary service of 18 countries
throughout the world .
