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Oral Questions
no doubt that the argument the hon. member proposes
now would receive serious consideration frorn the Chair,
but I would think that argument should prirnarily and
firstly be suhmitted to the cornmittee. Having said ail this,
certainly the hon. member is entitled to raise a point of
order and I shall try flot to interrupt hirn.

Mr. Woolliamns: The fact is, Your Honour, with the
greatest respect, the minister pointed out that he was not
retreating frorn his position at the committee level. I have
read the committee report very thoroughly. The minister
gave notice that he was going to move such an amendment
to abolish completely capital punishment of any person
convicted of rnurdering police off icers or guards. As I see
il, it now cornes back and is a very important matter
hefore the House at this stage. A comrnittee is hound hy
the decision of the House given on second reading. We
voted on the principle at that tirne, as the right hon.
member for Prince Albert (Mr. Diefenbaker) pointed out
in his question. He pointed out that we were asked to vote
on one thing and we have got another. Here is what
Erskine May says:

A cornmittee is bound by the decision of the House, gîven second
reading. in favour of the principle of the bill, and should flot
therefore, arnend the bilh in a rnanner destructive of this princîple.

That is the point 1 arn rnaking.

Somne hon. Memnbers: Hear, hear!

Mr. Woolliarns: Even choosing my words carefully, I
say the minister has cornritted a fraud on this House by
doing what he has done in committee.

Sorne hon. Mernhers: Hear, hear!

Mr. Speaker: Order, please. I arn sure the fraud the hon.
member is speaking of is procedural fraud, which would
hring the hon. nernber's cornrents within the proprieties
of the House. I repeat that we are ohviously anticipating a
point of order which rnay he very well taken if il is taken
in cornmittee and rnay very well he taken if the amend-
ment to which the hon. member is referring ever cornes
before the House. Ail this is highly hypothetîcal. I suggest
to the hon. member and ail hon. members that we should
not at this point try to resolve points which are flot before
us and should wait patiently until they corne before us. I
arn sure if the matter cornes before the Chair for consider-
ation the argurnent now advanced in anticipation by the
hon. member for Calgary North will be considered. 1 think
I should remind hon. members that this is the question
period and perhaps at this point we should return to
questions and, hopefully, answers.

Mr. Allmnand: Mr. Speaker, on a question of privilege-

Mr. Speaker: The hon. minister rises on a question of
privilege.

Mr. Allmnand: Mr. Speaker, the hon. member has
accused me of fraud.

Somne hon. Mernbers: Hear, hear!

Saine hon. Meinhers: Oh, oh!
[Mr. Speaker.]

Mr. Allmnand: Mr. Speaker, I want to say this: 1 put
forward this arnendrnent in good faith.

Sorne hon. Memnbers: Oh, oh!

Mr. Allrnand: As I just told the House, in 1967 when
there was a sirnîlar bill before the House a sirnilar arnend-
ment was put to the House in cornrittee of the whole and
was not ruled out of order. Nobody was accused of fraud at
that tirne and I do flot intend to be accused of fraud now.

Saine hon. Mernhers: Hear, hear!

Mr. Speaker: Order, please. I arn sure that at least a
substantial majority of hon. members will agree with the
Chair that this is not the tîrne to try to resolve a matter
which is not before the House. I arn sure the distinguished
parliarnentarians from Australasia will be irnpressed by
our parliament as a very lively situation.
