his lack of knowledge of agriculture but his dîsregard for
much of the western community. 1 think he should recog-
nize that there is a market in this country for eastern

surplus products to go into the production of animal food
surpluses in the western provinces. The minister should
recognize that and show some concern.

I should like te read a couple of paragraphs from a letter

which I received recently from a manufacturer of animal
food supplements. He writes:

We have recently had difficulty in obtaining the kind of whey
powder we require. In desperation, we approarhed the Department of
Industry, Trade and Commerce to try te obtain an import permit for a
specifîed tonnage.

Needless to say, we were turned down.

If we had been able to import this product, it would have meant a
consîderable savîng te us. There are mountains of surplus of dried whey
in the U.S.A.

The fact is the government either bas to take a position
and allow il te come in from one area, or allow it te comne in
from eastern Canada. It should flot stîfle the industry
whicb is looking after the market for animal food stuffs.
According te the TIoronto Globe and Mail, the Canadian
Dairy Commission is buying mîlk powder f rom Canadian
producers for 64 cents a pound and then offerîng it te the

comm unîst countries in eastern Europe for less than 14
cents a pound. Those areas of the country where producers
are trying te get the older surplus products off the shelf te
use for the making of animal food supplements are beîng
denîed that by the Department of Agriculture.
