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get these changes accepted. When he was turned down at
every door, at every forum, he said, “Here I stand, I can do no
other, God help me”.

For me, my Party’s amendments are necessary to accepting
this 1987 constitutional amendment, and if they fail to be
accepted by the House, I am left with no choice, no option. I
will vote no. I will vote against the Meech Lake Accord.
