the monthly bulletin issued by the de- 
partaient of public health. It is griven. 
in conjunction with other advice, to 
thOhfe who are going on their vacation 
tripe.

"Take a level teaspoonful of pure 
chloride of lime ajid rub up with a 
small quantity of water to the consis­
tency of cream and until the lumps 
have disappeared; then add a cupful of 
water; mix this thoroly and dilute with 
three more cupfuls of water and when 
thoroly mixed, pour into a stoppered 
bottle.”

This can he kept as a stock for use. 
A teaspoonful of this stock solution 
added to a two-gallon pail of water 
and well stirred up will destroy all 
typhoid and other diarrhoea-producing 
germs in ten minutes and will make the 
water safe to drink. In purchasing the 
chloride of lime, secure that which Is 
put up in metallic cases, not in card­
board cases, which weaken the 
chlorine.

This stock solution-will keep for at 
least a. Week.

Attention is also drawn to the danger 
from files and poison ivy and a caution 
is given In regard to getting sunburned 
too quickly, which usually -reeults in a 
painful experience.
