WOODSTOCK, Dec. 21.-—(Special.)—
Sensational evidence savoring strong-
ly of graft {3 promised by counsel, E.
F. B. Johnston, K.C., for to-morrow,
in conpection with the Oxford roads
enquiry. To-day's procesdings develop-
ed that M. T. Buchanan knew that the
northern gravel road was for sale at
2200, and had been enquiring about it
before it was sold to the mysterious
Mr. Tate, who is on record as having
sold it to the coumty for $2200.

This was revealed in a mess of
correspondence produced by J. C, Heg-
ler, counsel for Buchaman, who was
on the witness stand for four hours.
Jt showed, In brief, that the county
councll ‘had authorized the payment of
$:00 for the road early in February,
and that Hegler had the property for

sale for J. R. Bowman of- Chicago,
prior to this, Buchanan had enquired
concerning it. Parly in March it was
nearly soid to B. B. McCarthy of
Thamesford, wiio was a friend of Bu-
chanan’s, for $200. Isaiah Danks of
(hicago, the owner, was to get $150,
and $0 was to go 1o Hegler for com-
) mission. On Maroh 17, McCarthy

[ dropped out, for same unexplained rea-

som, and on the esame day Tate closed
the deal for it at the same figure. Tate
bad sent a representative to Hegler
to ask about it prior to this, and
Buchanan seems to have been in touch

ler said he had never seen Tate.

A significant feature of Mr. Heg-
ler's evidence was. the admission that
Danks, who acted with power of at-
tormey for Elzabeth Cartwright, wae
the real owner of the road. This«was
brought out in the ence in-
struoting as to the sale of the road,
which passed between Hegler and
Danks. i

Ex-Warden's Denials.

Another figure loomed up to-day
with considerable prominence in the
person of John Youngs. He was a
one time wardem of the county. He
was oconfromted with the statement
Buchanan had made previously that
Youngs offered him (Buchanan) $1000
if he could get the Mathesons $1200 or
$1300 for their road, for which the
county paid $11%0. Youngs said he
had merely done this as a ‘bluff.”

R. B. Butler, lumber merchant,
swore that Youngs was after the job
of jaler in 1908, and had offered him
$1090 for his influence in securing him
the position, which, considering free
house, fuel, etc., would be worth $1200
a year.

Wm. S&mith swore that Youngs fad
suggested that he might get counc.i
to buy his toll road on the 12th iine
for $5000 if Smith would give him $50.
The Toad was ultimately bought for

600.
