ever With any other. society or organ-
ization of returned  soldiers whereby
the Grand Army of Canada would be
absorbed or amalgamated Wwith any
other such society or organization. We
wish to make it known to the mem-
bers of the Grand Army of Canada that
we have made no such negotiations
nor wilk we make any such negotia-
‘tions without the consent of the mem-
bers of our own organization. The in-
dividual members are the ones to de-
cide the advisability of taking so-im-
portant a step.

The Dominion executive consider
that their statement on. the gratuity
question is the unanimous opinion of
the members of the Grand Army oI
Canada otherwise they would not have
published their ppinion, .

League’ every success in his effort to
obtain ‘higher gratuities for those men
who faithfully' served their country Ain
the beur of need and they will ren
him any assistance they can to.further
his efforts in this direction.

The members of the Grand Army of
Canada will be enabled to voice their
topinions on all matters pertaining to
tne future policy of thedGrand Army of
Canada at the Dominion convention,
which will be held in the city of To-
ronto in the near future.
