WITH BRITISH ARMS

Hundreds of Thousands of Mun-
itions of War Supplied to
Siberians and Denikine.

Vladivostock, Oct, 22.—Gen-
eral Knox, caief of the British
military. mission, in a statement
to the Russian telegraph agen-
cy at Omsk, says: . :

“Great Britain has furnished
" the Siberians and ° ‘General
Denikine with great quantities
of munitions — hundreds of
thousands of rifles, hundreds
of millions of cartridges, hun-
dreds of big guns and 'thous-
ands of machine guns, as well
as several] nundred thousand
sets of uniforms and equipment.

“Each cartridge fired this
vear by these Russian soldiers
was made in England by Brit-
ish workmen from English ma-
terial, the supplies being. ship-
ped to_ Russia on English
steamers.”

NG ARG IS
OF FAENGH WARSHPS
BOMBIAD KRONSTADT

Superiority in Artillery En-
ables Them to Keep Be-
yond Range of Enemy.

London, Oct, 22.—A vyeport . from
Copenhagen says that a despatch to
The Politiken from Helsingfors re-
ports that French warships have been
bombarding Kronstadt since Monday.

They are able to keep beyond fortress
artillery owing to the long range of
their guns.

The Bolsheviki forces have been
flung back in the Kamysin , section,
losing 3.000 men, taken prisoners, and
many machine guns, according to
Gen. Denikine’'s wireless communica-
tion. Extremely flerce fighting is re-
ported in that district.

Two Bolshevik torpedo boat destroyers
were sunk in Koporia Bay, Gulf of Fin-
land, when they attempted to attack Es-
thonian vessels and British destroyers on
Tuesday ,the admiralty announced today.
Six survivors from the Bolshevik vessels
were picked up. The British and Estho-
nians sustained no casualties. Four Bol-
shevik destroyers in all took part in the
attemipted attack.
