Ottawa, May 23.—(Special.)—Sir Louls
Davies, Minister of Marine and Fisherles,
and Mr. Venning, chief clerk of the fisher-
fes branch, left for Washington this after-
noon, They expect to be away ten days. It
need not surprise anyone if, as a result of
Sir Louls’ present visit to Washington, an
understanding is reached in connection with
the Behring Sea question. It may secm
odd that the United States should, at a
time when the Republic has its hands full,
furnish an occasion for discussing the seal-
lug question with Canada, but there Is, it
seems, a definite object in broaching the
matter now,

The British Columbia sealers will socn
be getting ready for thelr season’s work In
the Behring Sea, where sealing is permitted
from Aug. 1 onwards. The United States
is anxious to secure a total suspension of
pelagic sealing for one or more years, and
if any agreement is to be reached in this
direction for the current year the question
must be settled before the sealers get away
from Vietoria, or indeed before they incur
any expense in their preparations. Thus
while Sir Louis Davies' présent trip is os-
tensibly to arrange for the Ottawa confer-
ence to settle all questions now pending be-
tween the two countries do not be surprised
to hear of a surrender on the sealing ques-
tion.

Messrs. Hall and Cox, the representatives
of the sealing owners, had a long cunfer-
ence with 8ir Louis this morning, at which
they urged the Minister not to consent, in
the revision of the Paris regulations of
1893, to any further restrictions om the
sealing Industry.

—statesman, orator, scholar, brilliant youth
and Grand Old Man—the question inevita-
bly suggests itself: Why do we not have
such men in American politics? To com-
pare the dead Iinglish leader with any nv-
ing American politician would be unxind.
But why have we nobody with whom such
a comparison would not be ludicrous?

Well, there are various reasons. If Glad-
stone had lived in America and had de-
sired to go into pelitics he wouid have
found some hard and unpleasant experi-
ences in the way. If he had succeeded in
winning an election to Congress he would
have been dropped 2s soon as the other
psrty happened to carry his @Mstrict. He
could not have taken his choice of a dozen
constituencies eager to elect him, as be
could in Great Britain. If he Tiad persist-
ed and had won fame, he would have
found his prominence an obstacle when ne
tried to rise higher. On his way to the
Presidency all other candidates would have
combined against him, and he would pro-
bably have seen himself distanced by a dark
horse or by the protege of a Hanna.

Very likeiy,in Sich circumstances,he would
have abandoned politics and devoted him-
self to his scholarly studies. But if he had
attalned the Presidencey he would still
have had no chance to become a Grand Old
Man. He would have been laid on tne
shelf at the end of his term under The uo-
written law which prescribes that an Am-
erican ex-President shall be a political no-
body for the rest of hid days. Onlyyone
ex-President was ever bold enough to defy
that rule. Gladstone became Premier thirty
years ago, and has been a central figure In
British poiltics ever since. If he had be-
come President of the United States at the
same time he would have been good for
nothing after his retirement but to ‘hunt
ducks and dignify banquets.

There are plenty of other reasons for the
dearth o Gladstones here, but thesé would
be enough in themselves to account for the
phenomenon.

After a Jong illness, Mr. W, H. Hutchins,
ex-M.P. for North Middlesex, died at Park-
Lill at the age of fifty-three years. le was
orn at Osnabruck Centre, Stormont County,
and came to reside in Lucan aL the age of
eighteen years. Before coming to the lat-
ter place he spent some time Tn the State
of New York and there learned the trade of
wagon-maker, which business he followed
for three or four years after hisarrival in
Lucan. In April, 1865, he was married to
Miss Susan Armitage, who survives him,
together with his son, Mr. F. J. utchins,
postmaster at Parkhill, and one daughter,
w'fe of Dr. Metherell of Lindsay. ‘About
1865 he gave up his trade and commenced
dealing in grain, in which business he was
very successful. In August, 1883, he re-
moved to Parkhilly much to the regret of
his many friends in Lucan. Eventually, his
popularity npaturally drew Mm into poii-
ties, ‘during which he met with Parious de-
grees of success and of defeat. He was al-
ways an unbending Conservative; in fact,
it was his loyalty to that party that caused
him to lose favor among his supporters in
the north riding of Middlesex on the Jesuit
bill and the Manitoba school question.
