ness failure» In Canada for the second quar­
ter of 1808 Is Interesting. The failures for 
the secoud quarter of 1808 were not only 
fewer, as weekly returns bane shown, but 
very much smaller than those of the first 
quarter. The number Is nearly 40 per cent, 
smaller than In the first quarter of this 
year, and nearly 30 per cent, smaller than 
In the corresponding quarter of last year. 
The aggregate of liabilities Is almost 34 
per cent, smaller than In the first quarter 
of this year, and, being $1,045,462 against 
$2,936,351, In nearly the same ratio smaller 
than in the corresponding quarter of 1807. 
The decrease, moreover, Is shared by manu­
facturing and trading branches, for In 
manufacturing tbe liabilities are $300,614 
against $830,800 for the same quarter last 
year, and la trading $1,003,762 against $2,- 
009,161 last year. There Is a little Increase 
In the “other commercial" liabilities, which 
Is of no Importance, and a single private 
banking failure for $54,000 against none 
last year Is the only change in that branch.
