Buffale, Aug. 21.—-W. Kelgey Hall, a

visiting philatelist, from Peterboro, Ont.,
who is in the city attending one of the
philatelist eonventions, now in progress
here, was the victim of a daring theft on
the Midway yesterday afterngon between
4 and 6 o'clock. His pocket was picked,
and $6000 worth of rare and valuable
stamps abstracted, tozeth\er with a number
of medals. Mr. Hall belleves the theft
occurred while he was in the Beautiful
Orient. The stamps range from. $§2 In
value uwp to much larger sums, and have
a catalog vilue of at least $6000. They
could be turned into cash Imwmedlately,
for somewhere between $4000 and $5000.
Mr. Hall had the stamps between & book
of thin lhﬂtl» of paper, such as stamp
collectors customarily use for that purpose.
It d4ld not occur to him that this was a
dangerous proceeding, for he has been In
the habit of carrying stamps in this way
for the past twenty years, and has never
before had the misfortune to lose any,
either . by theft, or otherwise. At the
time the theft occurred, Mr. Hall was 1
the company of T. M. Pate of the Magnus
Metal Comipany, with offices in the Kili-
cott-square.
