Big Bakeries Manufacturing Only
2 Small Number of Loaves of
Ordinary Bread.

“Out of every 10,000 loaves of bread |
we manufacture there are not more
than 30 or 40 ordinary loaves. ' The
public taste for the finer quality has
been so cultivated that the people will
not have the common flour product.
They want fancy bread with its sugar
and shortening ingredients and don’'t
mind paying a little more for it.”

This was/ the statement of George
Weston, the bread manufacturer, when
asked about Dr. Sheard’s statement
that the new bread law has resulted
in the large baking establishments
“cutting out” the ordinary loaf, for

which is prescribed a minimum weight
of 1 1-2 pounds.

According to Mr. Weston it is pub-
Mc demand which has brought about
the era of fancy bread, the McNaughl
bill not being responsible in any
way. 5

H. C. Tomlin offered evidence even
more striking. He saild that the lack
of public interest. in the plain pro-
duct of flour, yeast, salt and water
was such that for the past week he
had only been manufacturing one loaf
a day. The bakers were quite willing
to make such bread if wanted, but
nearly everybody wanted the best
there was.

Dr. Sheard says, however, that the
new law respecting the weight of
bread has resulted in the large bread
manufacturers practically ceasing to
manufacture ordinary bread. TUnder
the law, ordinary bread must be in
1 1-2 and 3-pound loaves, and fancy
bread is being turned out almost ex-
clusively now, a weight of 16 or 20
ounces satisfying the law governing
this kind of bread. Only a few of
the small bakeries, he said, are turn-
ing out the; ordinary loaf.
